Text of Pr ess Conference given by Oro Patrick J. Hillery? T.D. 
Minister for External Affairs, at the Irish Embassy, London , 

on 8 July, 1970. 

I am very sorry for being late for this Press Conference. I set out in 
adequate time and I find that there are so many bits of business to be 
done in between that I am always late and feel that I have caused you 
to be angry. Howev er, angry or not I am here now and I am sorry for 
keeping you waiting. I hope the Embassy will have compensated in some 
form. 

I had a meeting today , I am sure you know about it, with 
Sir Idee Doug l as - Home at 4.30 after which I met dir . Barber. The meeting 
with Sir Al ec Douglas-Home lasted thirty-five minutes. I didn ' t time it 
myself but somebody did. 

The content of the meeting with Mr. Barber was the same and, largely, a 
repetition of what I had transmitted to Sir Alec so that there are two 
members of the British Government who are now fully aware of my 
opInIons , We were dealing with the question of the North of Ireland. 
I think per haps you have been up-to-date with the happenings there , Las t 
week - end brought a critical period becaus e of a raid on the Fal l s Road 
by the troops, the British Army, who went there last year to protect 
the citizens from the armed mobs and t he armed undisciplined B Specials 
and the armed RUC. The troops carried out a raid on the Falls Road 
area of Belfast which, for those who do not know Be l fast, is tho place 
where you find Catholics, Nationalists, and certain types of weapons 
we r e found , 

For those of you who have any fears about the effects of the finds on 
the stability of the state in the United Kingdom9 they were old pathetic 
weapons and one of them was a bow and arrow. However, I don ' t want to 
condone in any w~y the pr esence of arms in the North of Ireland situation 
which is tinder-dry and dangerous. But the fact that those weapons wer e 
found is a remi nde r of what we knew last year - thot the Falls Road area 
was attacked by armed mobs led by police who were armed and antagonistic, 
burned out and some people killed Since then the Falls has been 
a quiet area and nothing has happe ned, not even tho normal hoo l iganism 
associated with any emotional events such as footbal l matches or 
anything e l se. There has been nothing in the Falls Road area since 
last August until l as t week - end when there was a sudden swoop and these 
arms were found and I say it is the pathetic expression of the atti t ude 
of t hese people that they had to defend ~hemselves with any kind of a 
weapon they cou l d get. It is justified by some people that the finding 
of the arms meant that the swoop shOU l d have beon made but I wou l d like 
to say that, to my knowl edge, the ar ms in a popUlation of 50,000 peopl e 
wou l d be just about the same amount of arms as thirty B Specia l s would 
have and the only difference is that tho B Speci als would have modern 
ar ms . 

Part of the background to all this is that the reforms promised bv t he 
Britis h Government at Downing Street in August l~st year and at the Unit ed 
Nations, are no t visibl e to the man in the street. There are other 
events in the Falls Road area which mak e peopl e feel that they are l i ving 
i n an area where the Government is hosti l e and that troops sent in by t he 
British public to protect them may now be used to protect the aggress i ve, 
insu l ting sectarian Orange parades which take place every year to remind 
t hem of /their subjection. These people have never expressed a uni f ied 
view of what their final position should be but certainly one thing they do 
feel is that they want somebody to be able to communic c' te from them to 
somebody i n authority the ir need for justice and fairp l ay . 
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I visit ed tho Fa l ls R00d ar ca to show thom th at this communication 
is possible. Tho f act th at this caused some p~ rturb ati o n con be 
in terpreted i n many ways . Howev~ r , t he way I i nt er pr et it is that 
they need somo r o- assur ance that t hey ar e not a l one, t ha t thoy do not 
have to r egard themse lves as totally i solated fr om authority . I would 
li ke to add that the question of authori ty, t o my mind, has come 
very seriously into consid er ati on in the l ast couple of days because 
the Orange Or der, which s eems to determine t he cours e of events, 
2nd the distributi on of justice 2nd the number of vo t es and the 
distri bution of hQuses and so on in the Nort h. of Ir e l and, has hod no t 
a consult ation but a confrontotion wi th thos e el ec t ed into authority 
and the Pr ime Mini st er of the Nort h of Irel and has said that he wou l d 
be very much r eli eved if pr ovo cative par ades d i d not t ake pl vce and 
t he ~ inister f or Ho~o Aff ai rs of t he Uni t ed Kingdom has asked t hem, 
for tho s ake of preventing bl ood shed, t o stop th~se parades . They 
have r e fus ed t o do so . There is no authority l eft now f or 
that ar ea seemingly except the Or ang e Order . I have c ome t o ask the 
British Gov~rnment to re - asse rt the authority they cl aim t o ha ve, t o 
t ake up the respo nsi bil i ty th 2Y have assor t 0d and this is the f unction 
of my visit to London .

Dr. Hill ery : I think thnt any Br itish Government membe r is 
entit l ~d t o vi s it Ir e l and for shoot ing 2nd fishing - we have 
wonderful ameniti es in th3t form. Indeed, we have a r ecord 
of 'I\ inister s visiting Irol and for pur poses of t aking c,'re of 
f ormer offic cl r s , soldi ers and so a n without giving us any 
inf ormat i on. 

Why did I go to Be l f ast without inf or ming the Bri tish Governme nt? 
I did not want t o go down t ho Fa ll s Road surrou nded by troops 
and Co nst abulary . 

Is it true that you were, in ef fe ct , r obuk ed by the For eign 
Secr et ary today for going there without informing his 
Government? 

Dr. Hill ery ; ~ith aut . in any way, t ak i ng away fr om the v ~ ry 
hi gh r espec t th at a l l Fo r e i gn ~inis t e rs have f or Si r Al ec 
Doug l as-Homo, I would remind people that I r 2present a sovere ign 
stat e not to be r ebuk ed by anybody else nnd Sir Alec i s much 
to o much of a dipl omat to do what you think. He did r emind me 
that it would have beon pre f er ab l e f rom his po int of view and 
I think he told your Par li ame nt yes t erday what he thought of the 
situat i on. 

Ar e you not sa tisfi ed, Dr . Hi ll ery, with the assurances t hat 
t he parades will avoid sensi tive ar eas? 

Dr. Hil l ery ; I hav e not soug ht the banning of par ades. 
I have s ought the banning of parades in sensi tive areas 
where they could not moan a commemor at i on but could only mean 
an aggr ess ive humiliati on f or th~ l oca l popUl ation. I a lso 
sought the ro -routing of parades S0 as not to go thr ough ar eas 
where thei r pr ose nc 2 woul d be pr ovocative and insulting so if 
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you are sugge sting that I have an assur anc e th at they won 't 
do this, I wou ld be sat i sfi ed with that assurance but I 
haven ' t got iL 

Have you such an a s sur anc e? 

Dr. ~illerY i No , I haven ' t, I have n ' t be2 n r efused it. 
~ha t I have dJne is communic at ed my vi ews to the 
r epr 0 sent ~t ive of the Britis h Government and it is up t o the 
British Gov8 r n~c nt now t o decid~ and establi sh the ir cuth~r ity 
and make th~ir own deci s i on,

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Will you as k the U.N. to send observers? 

Dr. Hill ery; Last year I asked for the British Government 
t·::l send obs ervers, /.[0. hav e been quite f2ir ~' bout this, L;s t 
year on the 1st of August I asked that the British Government 
send observers t o Derry for the Apprentice Boys Parade, and if 
you think Appr entice Boys are boys hav e a look at thei r 
photogra~hs, but the British Govornment felt at that time that 
there was no need for observers fr om here as Apprentice B::lYs 
behaved very well - now you know what hap~e ned. When .we thought 
of the United Na tions hav ing observers there we didn ' t s ay 
to the Unit ed Nations send observers - we 2sked the British 
Government t o invite obs ervers there . In fact we have been 
much t oo cl ose t o protocol end diplomatic niceties. This time 
the total res po nsibil i ty for law and order in its decent 
sense and for the app licoti on of justice r ~s ts squ2rely on the 
shou l ders :i f the British Government a nd -,:/hat will happen this 
time must be answered flr by the British Gov~r nment. We alw ays 
kn Jw wha t is ha ppe ning. ~e have no plans to send observers. 
You know we had no pl an t o have me up there t o sec what is 
happen ing. ~c are not happy to come on after and say - this 
hcppene d l th c, t happened. :'Vhat we ; Iant to dl i1')W is S2Y this 
must not hJ.ppe n and we ere ask ing the British Governmont t8 
stop thi s happe ning . All they hove t ·) cio is to say to the 
Orang e Order - there is a Government . 

Dr. Hillery, ar e you r epresenting exclusivel y Catholics 
or do you de f e nd also the Sh ankill Road ? 

Dr. Hill2.EY Well these ar e peop le il/ ho have no caust:' for 
insecurity wh at ever, As I said in the beginning 30 
B Speci a ls would have : s much arms as was f o u~d in the total 
t oll in the Fa l ls Road . 

Are ther e any B S~eci a ls? 

Dr, Hill e ry ~ Thore are people l ike them . You don't stop 
existing because your n2 me is t aken away fr om you and I am 
not saying - I do n ' t want t o cause tr ouble but thera are people 
in that segment of the community I~ ho arc t ot a lly committed 
t o the ir own pro t ec ti on and of the type of state they want t o 
exist up ther e , Now you might not call them B Speci als. 
I acknowl edge tho 8 Specia l s were abolished . 

Dr. Hillery J~ you think that things are more difficult now th an 
und er a Lebour Government? 

Dr. Hill ery ~ My dealings with tho present Government hove 
given rna no r ea son t o believe th at matters will be a ny worse 
under tho prese nt Gov .rnment. It is a factor in the situation 
that people in the North of Irel and f ee l that the link 
of the Uni rm ist party with the C::mservative Gti\vC?rnment 
will caus e l ess sympa thy with the minority view . It is a very big 
f actor and I think that anything that hap pe ns will be coloured 
by th at thinking. But I personally, as a representative of 
the Irish Go vernment, have no re as'm to b01ic;ve that the 
pres~nt Government in Brit a in intend t o renege in any way 
fr .)m th lc' pr-)mis es m i~ de for reforming the North ', f Irel,:1nd .

I met peop l e in doorways 
and women wh ose houses hod bean raided, ol d men, young 
children as I went thr ough the areas . Al l the pubs ware 
beat~n up - I don ' t know why they do n't like pubs in Belfast . 

Di d you make ap~o intmcnts to mee t anyone? 

Dr. Hill ery ' No, I mode no a~~a intmonts t o me et anyone. 
I met some ~eople there who knew me but I couldn ' t honestly 
toll YJU what their n am~s are. ~ey r ecognised me and 
t o-lk me r ound .
