REPLY:

With your permission, a Cheann Comhairle, I proposc to take Questions
Nos.2, 3 and 4 together.

40 known ground incursions have been made across the border by
British troops from RAugust 1969 to 31lst October 1971. The dates

and locations of these incursions are given in a statement which,
with your permission a Cheann Comhairle, I am circulating with the
official report. There have been 17 confirmed overflights of the

border by British military aircraft in the same period.

Physical damage caused by incursions has not been significant.
However, in the case of cross-border bridges blown up the question
of the cost of repairing them will arise when the routes are

re-opened to traffic.
