We, the undersigned priests, are convinced that brutality, physical and
siental torture and psycholopiical pressures have been inflicted on nen arrested
under the Special Powers act on the ninth of August and subsequently. Ve
believe that these barbarities are still being inflicted on innocent people -
convicted of no crine = at the Palace llilitary Barracks, Hollywood, under the
protection of law by the Special Branch of the R.U.C.

\le base our conviction on substantial nedical evidence, on the testinony
of priests who saw the injuries, and on the statenents of nen whose truthfulness
is already known to us through our pastoral work. We note, too, that the
authorities have failed to exzplain where the twelve nissing nen were fron the
eleventh to the seventeenth of August; where Lian Shannon was fron October ninth
to seventeenth; or where Lian Rogers was fron October eleventh to seventeenth.

The second Vatican Council (Church in the World, 27) conderns:

"411 violations of integrity of the human person, such as nutilation,
physical and nental torture, undue psychological presaures........
All these and the like are crininal; they poison civilization; and
they debase the perpetrators nore than the victins and nilitate
against the honour of the Creator."

We, therefore, denmand that brutality and torture by the forces of the law
be stopped innmediately. We call for a public, inmpartial, judicial tribunal to
expose the full truth of what has been done to people arrested since Aujust
ninth under the Special Powers unct, and to ensure the punishnent of those
responsible and redress for the victins. We condenn the holdin} of prisoners
incormunicado fron their relatives for indefinite periods., We want an innediate
end to inprisonment without trial, which is innoral and unjust.
