The discussion was agreed to be strictly off the record.

My. ¥ilson said thet he now accepted that his Deomaing Street
Deslaration of 1969 had been reandered out of date by eveats since
then. He had been for some tise of the opinien that the present
serious situation in the North of Ireland could eonly be enied Ly
the production ¢f a new magic formuls désigned %o effses a politicul
sclution to present difficonulties. He had disoussed the situation
with all shades of political opinion $a the Horth sad intended %o
meet all political parties here. In the main he would adopt a
listendng role. The magic formula would have %o bs produced nod
&t a meoting detween Goveramsnts dut at & special conference
represesnting all politiesl parties inm Great Britain, Northern
Ireland and Southern Ireland - and indeed possibly taking sccount
of politiesl opinion not represented st the moment in the thres
parlissents.

Being a conference designed to produce & pelitiecal selution
all parties involved will have to sceept the necessity to make
sacrifices. The sacrificesz shich will have to be soie by the
parties in Southern Ireland, with a view %o effecting & political
selution envisaging the uaity of Ireland, will be sgrecsent %0 return
%0 mesbership of the British Comsonwsalth and to sceept the Cath
of Allegiance. When Mr. ¥ilson was informed that nelther of these
suggestions was politiecally possible Lexe he continued to enmphasise
the desirability of acceptance of the suggestion that we should
rejoin the British Comrouwealth.

He dismissed #ith acerbity the suggestion Shat the entzy
of the two fslands into the 3.2.C, would have any bearing on the
political solution to the partistion guestion.

Mr. ¥ilson suggested %o the Teolseach that he hed nothing o
gain fyoms further vieite to Chequers.

¥r. ¥ilson umentioned to the Tsolsench thut Mep. Kevin Boland
had scked to see him and inquired whether the Taciseach would object
if he scoeded %o that request, Nr. ¥Wilson assured the Tsoiseach
that he would merely iieten to what Hr. Boland had %o say. The
Taoieeach iaformed Nr. Wilsos that he had no cbjectien % Hr. ¥Wilson's
geeing Mr, Boland.

At the end of the discussion the time-table ef Kr. ¥ilson's
talks on the follosing day was sentioned and arrangemeonis were made
for Hr., ¥ilson to come to the Teolsesch's office in Government
Buildings at 10 a.n. for discussions with the Taslseach snd, for
part of the time, with the other NHinisters.
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
