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In Morthorn Ireland, internrent without txial is governed by the
Civil Authorities (Special Powers) Act 1922, Saction 1. This
gives the civil authprity power to take all such stens and issue
all such orders as may be necessary for preserving tn&.ﬁ;ace atd
maintaining order. The Minister of Home Affalrs is given power
to make regulaticns for making further provision for the
prascrvation of the peace and maintenance ¢f orders In a recent
case it was held that the power of the Minigler to make a
regulation under this “ection could not e impugned on the grgund
that it wae not in fact necossary to preserve the peace or maintalin
ordaeve Anrparently tho Ministex's exercise of his powsrs is not
subject t¢ judicial review.

Powors of internment without tylal were €izst eonferred by
requlaticns made in 1922, Movever these werae repealed in 1949
and not re-introduced until 1656, (0.1.97.0.191), Ty a3
rogulation of that yveax the Minister of Home Affalys was gliven
power €o order the internmont of any porsen where it appeared
to him that for securing the preservation of tho veace and the
maintenance of order in Northeen Ireland 4t 1% expsdiont that
a person whoe {3 suspected of acting or having acted or being
zbout €0 act in a manner nrajudielal 1o the oreservation of the
peace and the maintenance of crdew in Horthern Ireland, shall
he interned,

The only prlor condition 4o tha making of this order is that it
gshould ke made on the recommendation of a ~ounty Inspector of

the RUC or of an Advigery Commitioce pragided over by a practising
barristes of at least ten yeors standing. '

The right given to internees under this regulation sergse

{2) an interned person must be allowed 5 make
representations to the Advisory Committee.

The ecnditions of Internment were to bo as directed by the
Minister of MHome Affairse. The requlaticon itself specified

that interred persons were only {6 recoive visits or counmnications
with the ccnszent of the civil authority leees the Minister, hig
Parllamentary Secretary or an oificer of the RUC,

It should be noted that 4he dearcs of parliamentary control over
intornwent in MNeorthern Ireland is much less than in the Republic,
The rogulation providing for internment is not subject to
annullment by Parliasment: the cnly richi which Parliament has
ig to petition the Lord Lieutenant to annul the regulationg,

The orders made under the ragulation {c.g. for individual
Internmoent) or direciicns (o.a. as to conditions of intorament)
40 not seem Lo have to bYe laid before I'arliament a* all.

Finally it ghould be notad that apart frem this power of
interrment, (sirictu sensd) this zrequlation has extended the
power of arrest in Northorn Yreland. A rersen arrested on
susticion of acting in a mannor orejudicial to the vreservation

of veace may be dotsined indefinitely and ean only be granted
bail 5% the directicn of "ths civil authozity? There is no ,
right to be brought before a magistrate within 24 hours of arrest
or richt not to te dotained unless arrested, Also there is

a right of arrost for 42 hours for the purposes of interrogation,

In the state, on the other hand, an arrested person can only be
dotained for forty-eight hours without Leing eharged before a
courts Also, the direction of an oiflicer of the Carda not below
the rank of Chief Superintendent i1s necossavy for the last twontye
four hours of this detenticn, The grounds of arrest are more
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sircumseribed in that the povson arrested must be susneeted of
an offores agsinst the Act (o beling shout o ecom-it such an
effence) or of cavryino g dosument relating €0 such an offence
ar of being in possasslion ¢f infomation yolating ¢4 the
commicgion or intemded commission of such an offence.
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
