We have clear evidence that almost all the bomb incidents 

in the North B.re caused by explosives and detonators which 

originate in the South . Some facts to substantiate this 

are at Annex C. It has been suggested that explosives 

manufactured in the South may be sold to firms in the North 

and subsequently stolen and used in terrorist incidents. 

But t3xplo~Jives :Lmported in.to Northern IreJ_and must bear the 

northern Ireland colonr jiinJf.7 and the sale t distribution and 

use of explosives in the North is subject to close and detaile d 

police supervisiono It iS t therefore, clear that all the 

explosive ~hich is not coloured pink must have come from 

, outside Northern Ireland.. 

The general concl1.lsJ.on that emerges from these facts an d figure8 

is the. t a considerable amount of terrcr ist Bupplies and act i vi. ty 

oriein&.tes from the Rep'U.blic. Indeed j.t can be said t hat ovs r 

a sustained. period there is at least one incide!lt every t 'rlO 

d.ays uhich 13 clearly mounted from the other side of the border . 

It is a grea t handicap to the security forces in Northern Irel~nu 

that terrori5ts can escape across the border; that they can 

lay m-lne :J and fire a o!'oss t~li8 land f r ontier.

Republic. 

(b) Operational meetings at subdivisional. 

(Superintendant/Chief Inspector) level. 

These meetings could exchange information 

and intelligence quite freelYf the sole 

outcome of uhich could only lead to a better 

knm'lledge of who the terrorists are and hOvl 

they operate. This in turn could only 

e:'nhance our joint ability to hal"t the 

terrorists' activity. 

(c) Excha.nges of specialist information, 

particu.larly of forensic SCience, mainly a 

police responsibility, and bomb disposal, 

mainly an army problem. The latter is, of 

cou't'se, directed oolely towards saving life 

and the pr3vention of damage end it therefore 

meri ts speciaJ_ a t.ten tion. We \'loi.11d particu.larly

control of explosives and detonators. 

As you know the Crossmaglen area is one where the RUC a11d 

army ''lork closely together e In this connection ue should plan 

to make the necessary army advice by the participation of

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certain staff officers in the work of the group on the lines 

previously explained at Baldonnel .. 

We are most anxious that we should pursue these matters as 

urgently as possible. Without positive action by the security 

forces of both oides working closely together the situation L~ 

Crossmaglen and the border areas Ivill continue to be a cons t ant 

source of anxiety and challenge to both Governments.
