(c) the carrying through of a programme of economic and 
social reconstruction in Northern Irel~nd; 

(d) respect for the human rights o• every person in 
Northern Ireland; 

(e) the furtherance of the prosperity of 1...he people of 
Northern Ireland; 

(f) the establishment and maintenance of good relations 
between the people of Northern In~land and the people 
of the Republic of Ireland. 

1. General Introductory Section 

The ConsU tution provided for in this Act is a temporary one 

only designed ~o take Northern Ireland out of its present crisis, 

to restore peace, to carry through a programme of economic and 

social reconstruc1...ion and to lay the basis for future peace and 

harmony in Northern Ireland. It is contemplated that this 

Constitution should remain in force for a period of 12 years only 

and that prior to the expiration of this period there will be 

convened a Constitutional Convention to review the operation of this 

Constitution a:1d t.:o make recommendations, if it is thought fit, for 

lhe future government of Northern Ireland.

2. 'l'he Pref~i dent und lhe Counc.i 1 

(a) 'l'h-3 Secretary of State shall appoint from among Her Hajcsty' s 

subjects in Nort.hern Ireland a person who by virl:ue of his standing 

in the coHmluni ty is, j n the opinion of the Secretary of Slate, 

likely to command the widest pos~ible respect in all sections of 

the community in Northern Irclnnd to hold the office of President 

of the Council and to carry out the duties conferred upon him by 

this Constitution and by law. 

(b) There shall be an Advisory Council to advise the President in 

relation to the functions conferred upon him by law. 

(c) The members of the Advisory Council shall be appointed by the 

Presj_dent of the Council and shnll be dravm from persons prominent 

5n the religious, cultural , industrial, agricultural, business or 

commercial life of Northern Ireland or in the sphere of labour 

relations or social services.

(a) 'rhere shall be a Legislative Assembly for Northern Ireland with 

power to make laws for Northern Ireland. Its competence to make 

laws will, initially, be the same as that possessed by the former 

parliament for Northern Ireland under the Government of Ireland 

Act J9?O but its legislative powers may be increased or extended in 

e manner hereinafter provided for. 

(b) The Assembly will be composed of mcwbers elected on the system 

of proportional representation used for Lhe election of the present 

Convention and from the same constituencies. An independent 

Boundary Commission , ... iJ 1 be established to review from time to time, 

according to law, the boundaries of 'the constituencies. 
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(c) A J~egister of poJiticvl parties\ il.J be maintained by the 

Clcrl~ of Lhe Assembly. Pol .iti.cal parties will be permiLtcd to

(d) A general election for the Assembly will be held once every 

fivc years, or more often, as may be determined by the Presiocnt 

of the Council. 

(c ) It shall be competent for the Assembly by a resolution 

supported by at least of the total membership of the 

Assembly to petition IIer Majesty ' s Government to extend the 

legislative powers of the Assembly. In the event of any such 

resolution, as aforesaid, huving been passed it shall be 

competent, for Her Majesty , by Order in Council, to extend the 

legislative powers of the Assembly in the manner set out in the 

saia resolution and petition . 
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(c) A register of politicnl parties will be mAintained by the 

Clerl~ of the Assembly. Political parties will be permiLted to 

register provided their consLitution proclaims support for the 

institutions established by the Constitution Act and rej8ction 

of the use of force as a means for achieving political ends and, 

provided the party fulfils qualifications established by law 

relating to its organisatioll as a political party and its ability 

to function throughout Northern Ireland. 

(d) A general election for the Assenilily will be held once every 

five years, or more often , as may be determined by the President 

of the Council .
