THE RETURN OF IRA BOMBERS TO LONDON SHOULD BRING HOME TO US 
THAT WE HAVE BEEN AT WAR FOR MORE THAN SEVEN YEARS IN NORTHERN 
IRELAND. WE NEED A COOL LOOK AT OUR OBJECTIVES AND THOSE OF 
OUR ENEMIES. WE NEED TO EXAMINE THE EFFECTIVENEXC OF EXISTING 
SECURITY POLICIES AND TO SET OUT A CLEAR STRATEGY. 

~E MUST CONSTANTLY SEEK TO CUT DOWN THE AMOUNT OF OUTSJDE 
SUPPORT IN MONEY AND ARMS WHICH THE IRA RECEIVES. NOW THAT 
MR CARTER HAS TAKEN OFFICE AS PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, 
THE GOVERNMENT SHOULD INSIST ON URGENT ACTION TO PREVENT AMERICAN 
MONEY AND ARMS REACHING THE IMIX¥ IRA. THE NEW US 
ADMINISTRATION MUST BE MADE TO UNDERSTAND THAT SUCH REINFORCEMENT 
OF AN INTERNATIONAL TERRORIST MOVEMENT ENDANGERS WESTERN 
INTERESTS. 

THE SECURITY FORCES ARE IN NORTHERN IRELAND SEEKING TO ENFORCE
