On May- 15, 1975 .-Mr. Tony O'Reilly arranged a dinner d..n the Waldorf 
Hotel to benefit the following Irish philanthropies, the Glencree 
Reconciliation Centre, St. Michael's House, the Central Remedial 
Clinic and the Royal College of Surgeons. The dinner was attended 
by repres entatives of these organisations and also Miss Mary 
Cosgrave, t he Taoiseach's daughter. The Glencree Reconciliation 
Centre was represented by Mrs. Una O'Malley, Mrs. Judy Hayes and 
Miss Dorothy Tubridy. Admittance to the dinner was $150 a head. 
The function was a great success and over $100,000 nett was 
provided for the four groups. - Prior to their departure fo r Ireland, 
Mr. O'Reilly had a meeting with- the representatives of Glencree, 
St. Michael's House and the Central Remedial Clinic at which he 
proposed t he formation of an "IRELAND FUND" which would act as a 
focal - point for Americans who wished to help legit imate irish 
charities and c auses. Mr. O'Re i lly propo s ed that committees be 
established- bot h in - Ireland and the U.S., the Irish committee to 
consist in the first instance of representatives of those groups 
and M:r. Jim Sherwin of RTE who was also in att endance. -· No decision 
was taken on that occasion but some months afterwards the agreement 
of all concerned was secured and- a committee as envisaged e a rlier 
was established in Dublin. (Note: - It is envisaged that irish 
groups and institutions to be benefitted would after some time 
ro t ate out -of t he committee and be7~laced by other groups so that 
the benefit of the Fund would be spread around. Acco r dingly, the 
Royal College of Surgeons ·which had rece ived $50,000, the lion's 
share of last year's function, is not to be included again for 
some time among the beneficiary groups).
