A. THE MOOD HERE SINCE MON DAY 27 AUGUST. 

IT WOU LD BE DIFFICULT TO EXAGGERATE THE ANTI ..,·IRISH BITTERNESS 
OF TH E POPULAR MOOD HERE EXPRESSED IN THE LOWER GRADEPRESS, 
LETTE RS TO THE PAPERS AND TO US AND PHONE CALLS TO THE EMBASSY. 
OUR COLLEAGUES IN THE SEM I-STATE BODIES WITH LONG EXPERIENCE 
IN LO NDON HAVE SEEN NOTHI NG QUITE LIKE IT FOR MANY YEARS. 
IT IS ESSENTIALLY A WID ESPREAD BUT DEEPLY FELT GUT 
REACTIO N AND I HARD LY THI NK IT COULD HAVE BEEN ORC~ESTRATED 
BY THE BRITISH GOVERN MEN T SO QUICKLY AND SO WELL. IT IS 
BAS ICALLY DIRECTED AGAINST OUR GOVERNMENT WHICH IS ACCUSED 
OF BE ING SOFT K ON SECURITY, UNRES PONSIVE TO THE IMPACT PF THE 
TRAGEDY, HARBOURING THE IRA AND TRYING TO FORCE THE NORTH INTO 
AN IRISH REPUBLIC. BUT THE RESE NTME NT FLOWS OVER INTO A WIDE 
AND MINDLE SS ANT I-IRISH HOSTILITY WH ICH MUST BE OF EXPECIAL 
CO NCE RN TO THE IRISH LIVING IN BRITAIN, 
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ON THE OTHE R HA ND THE REA CTION OF THE BRITISH GOV ERNMENT AND 
I MIGHT ADD OF PAPERS LIK E THE GUARD IAN AND FINANCIAL TIMES 
HAS BE EN MORE RESTRAINED . DESPITE THE PRI ME MINISTER'S · 
DEEP LY FELT ANGER NE ITHER SHE NOR HER GOVERNMENT HAV E 
INDULGED IN OPEN CRITI CISM. HER VISIT TO BELFAST YESTERDAY 
CAN BE SEEN AS HAVING A STEADYI NG EFFECT ON THE ARMY, ON 
UNIO NIST REACTI ON AND ON PUBL IC OPINION GENERALLY. IT 
HAS ALSO ENABLED HER TO SIDESTEP DE MANDS TO RECALL
