WERE ISSUED YESTERDAY AFTERNOON. 

2. FULL TEXT OF IRA STATEMENT 

THE TEXT OF THE STATEMENT ISSUED IN BELFAST BY THE IRISH REPUBLICAN 
PUBLICITY BUREAU IS a 

''THE IRISH REPUBLICAN ARMY RESTATES ITS POSITION IN REGARD TO ITS 
USE OF FORCE TO BRING ABOUT POLITICAL CHANGE FROM rHE BRITISH 
GOVERNMENT. FIRSTLY, THE ROOTS OF THE PRESENT TROUBLES GO BACK INTO 
HISTORY, BUT HAVE, IN THE LAST DECADES, THEIR SOURCE IN THE SOCIAL 
AND ECONOMIC DEPRIVATION SUFFERED BY THE NATIONALIST PEOPLE. RE­
SPONSIBILITY FOR THE POOR CONDITION OF THE PEOPLE RESTED IN STORMONT 
AND WITH .THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT AT WESTMINSTER. 

''ATTEMPTS TO RESOLVE THOSE PROBLEMS PEACEFULLY MET WITH BRUTE FORCE 
FROM THE STATE, AND PEOPLE WHO WERE EXASPERATED ORGANISED AND FOUGHT 
BACK WITH CIVIL DISOBEDIENCE AND THE USE OF FORCE. I ALL CONSCIENCE 
WE BELIEVE THAT FORCE IS BY FAR THE ONLY MEANS OF REMOVING THE EVIL 
OF THE BRITISH PRESENCE IN IRELAND. THEIR INTERFERENCE HAS DIVIDED 
THE PEOPLE AND CAUSED UNTOLD HARDSHIP. ONE SHOULD NOT TALK ABOUT 
''MEN OF VIOLENCE'' AND IGNORE THE 33t000 STRONG ARMED FORCES IN THE

''NI E PEOPLE WERE KILLED ON ONE NIGHT. THIS AS FOLLOWED BY 
THE CURFEW ON THE LOWER FALLS AREA OF BELFAST IN JULY, 1970, WHEN 
FOUR UNINVOLVED CIVILIANS ~ERE .KILLED BY THE BRITISH ARMY. MATTERS 
CAME TO A HEAD ITH THE IMPOSITION OF INTERNMENT WITHOUT TRIAL BY 
THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT IN AUGUST, 1971, A D TH~ SUBSEQUENT SYSTEM­
ATIC AND IN - DEPTH TORTURE OF MANY PRISONERS - A PRACTICE WHICH WAS 
LATER CONDEMNED BY THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION AND THE EUROPEAN COURT 
OF HUMAN RIGHTS. NEW DEPTHS OF VIOLENCE WERE REACHED WHEN 17 INNOCENT 
PEOPLE ERE MURDERED BY BRITISH PARATROOPERS IN THE CITY OF DERRY 
AT A PEACEFUL MARCH AGAINST INTERNME T IN JANUARY, 1972. 

''WITH ALL OPPORTUNITIES FOR POLITICAL ACTION THUS DENIED TO THEM 
THE PEOPLE ORGANISED THtiR OWN PHYSICAL RESISTANCE TO BRITISH TERROR. 
THIS ACTION WAS TOTALLY IN KEEPING WITH THE TRADITIONAL CHRISTIAN

'MEN OF VIOLENCE' SINN FEIN WOULD WELCOME CLARIFICATION AS TO

TO LEGITIMATE REVOLT AND THE RIGHT TO ENGAGE I A JUST WAR HAS BEEN

''THE NEGOTIATIONS FAILED BECAUSE OF THE INABILITY OF THE BRITISH 
GOVER MENT TO FACE THE STARK REALITY THAT COLONIALISM IN IRELAND IS 
A ANACHRO IS AND UST BE BROUGHT TO AN END. THE FAILURE OF THE 
TALKS WAS ELCOMED BY THE ESTABLISHMENT POLITICIANS, NORTH AND SOUTH, 
WHO HAD ENGAGED IN A FUTILE BRITISH- SPONSORED CONSTITUTIO AL

CARDINAL 0 FIAICH HAS DESCRIBED AS 'ONE OF THE GREAT OBSTACLES TO 
PEACE IN OUR COMMUNITY' (AUGUST 1ST 1978). THE COERCIVE MEASURES BY 
BOTH GOVERNMENTS RESULTED IN THEIR INDICTMENT BY AMNESTY 
INTERNATIO AL IN THEIR PUBLISHED REPORTS OF SEPTEMBER, 1977, AND 
JUNE, 1978, AND EVEN BROUGHT ABOUT THE RESIGNATION OF THE PRESIDENT 
OF THE TWENTY-SIX COUNTY STATE IN 1976. 

''SINN FEIN WHOLEHEARTEDLY WELCOMES POPE JOHN PUAL'S HEARTFELT 
PLEA FOR 'TRUE PEACE FOUNDED UPON JUSTICE'. REPUBLICANS UNDERSTAND 
WELL THE URGENCY FOR A LASTING PEACE I IRELAND, SINCE THEY HAVE
