MR. REAGAN'S EMPHASIS ON NON-INTERFERENCE IN ANGLD-IRISH 
AFFAIRS AND HIS ULTRA-cONSERVATIVE ATTITUDE TOWARDS LAW AND ORDER 
IS LIKELY TO MEAN THAT THE STATE DEPARTMENT WILL UNDER HIS 
ADMINISTRATION, LIFE THE BAN ON ARMS SALES TO TH~ RUC IMPOSED TWO

THE NEW SENATOR FROM NEW YORK, MR ALFONSO D'AMATO, TOOK A STRONG 
POSITION ON ''HUMAN RIGHTS IN NORTHERN IRELAND'' DURING HI 
ELECTION CAMPAIGN AND IN AN ADVERTISEMENT IN THE IRISH ECHO CRITI­
CISED HIS DEMOCRATIC OPPONENT. CONGRESSWOMAN ELIZABETH HOLTZMAN 
FOR REFUSING TO JOIN THE BIAGGI COMMITTEE. THIS INDICATES THAT M 
D'AMATO WILL JOIN THE AD HOC COMMITTEE WHEN HE COMES TO ASHINQTON 

MR BIAGGI DOUBTS THAT THE REAGA ADMI ISTRATION WOULD PERMIT THE 
RUC TO ACQUIRE THE EMBARGOED SMALL ARMS AND ANYHOW THE MATTER ''I 
STILL HIGHLY PREMATURE ' 

UNDER THE CARTER ADMINISTRATION THE STATE DEPARTMENT VIEW WAS THAT 
''HUMAN RIGHTS FACTORS ARE WEIGHED IN ALL OUR FOREIGN POLICY 
DECISIONS.'' A REAGAN ADMINISTRATION PROBABLY WOULD IGNORE 
SUCH RESTRAINTS. 

HOWEVER IF MR JOHN HUME FOR EXAMPLE AS THE ELECTED SPOKESMAN 
OF TH£ ~ATIONAL COMMUNITf, REQUESTED fHAT THE EMBARGO NOT BE LIFTED, 
PRESUMABLY HIS PLEA WOULD CARRY WEIGHT HERE. 
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
