Archbishop O'eonnor, what did you think of 
the St . Patrick's 'Day Parade yesterday? 

Oh, it was ver y very orderly , eve rything wa s 
q uiet a nd pe ac e ful. I had promised it would 
be s o . I think tha t we h a ve at leas t b egu n 
to r e store it t o its original c o ncept, t ha t 
it ' s a parade in honour o f St. Pa tric k and of 
t h e peop l e of a ll of Ir e l a nd. It was my 
persona l con v i c tio n a f ter much p r ayer and 
t ho ught a nd a tremendous a moun t of advic e that 
we s i mply wi ll not l et t h e pa r a d e be corrupted 
by tho s e who wish to politicise i t for any 
reason. And I am t he Ar chb isho p of New York , 
t h is parade is we ll over a c~ntury old , it ha s 
t r adi t i onally b e en in honour o£ St . Patric k 
a nd of a ll tho s e in Ir e land , t ho se who have 
f orebear s in Ir e l and a nd we ' re just not go i ng 
to l et a nyo ne use it or abus e it fo r hi s own 
end s .

My en t i re 
sermon yeste rday was devoted to th e pr o noun c e­
ment that in no "'lay should my presence at t he 
para d e b e construed to support violence , to 
support t e rrorism in Ireland a nd tha t on the 
c ontra ry I d enounce , I condemn , I indic t 
terrorism and violence of that sort and 
simultaheously: Is-aidIrefused to d e nounce , 
c ondemn or indict those who legitimate ly 
struggle for restoration of their huma n right s 
a nd for justice." 

That is being interpreted, frankly, by ma ny 
people in Ireland as legitimising IRA 
violence.

There is physical, bloody 
violence that takes human life and terrorises 
p e opl e . There is violence that deprives 
people of their human rights and wracks 
injustice upon them. Let God decide which 
is the worst form of violence. 

What, in the end, Archbishop, do you think is 
the answer to the problem? 

As I pleaded in my sermon yesterday, a sermon 
I would like all of Ireland and all of England 
to hear, I pleaded for dialogue, I pleaded for 
rational discussion~ I pleaded for~ecognition 
that we are all human beings made in the image 
and likeness of Almighty GO,d. Only that 
ultimately; only ,that love fs-going to end this 
bitter injustice and ceasel~ss slaughter.
