Thi• is the Shankhill in Belfaet - prim• recruiting 9round for the ODA, 
The va,t majority here are Proteetant and fieroll Br1ti1h. The
paramilitariea have their headquarters above a f eh •hop in the Shanlthill 
Road. 

The UDA waa formed twenty years ago ae a civil army to protect 
Proteatanta against attack. In it• heyday in 1974 it had 40,000 member• 
and, through a atrike, brought down the partly Catholic adminiatration 
aet up to run the province. In 1986, the UDA carried out violent 
proteete against the An9lo•Irieh Agreement which gave the Republic of 
Ireland a 1ay in Northern Ireland's affaira, N01'1adaya, the UDA ia etill 
the largeet paramilitary group in Europe with acme 2,000 aupporter• 
including around 100 gunmen in a re-organised military wing. 

Ken Kerr: ''A youn9er, more hardline, element ha.a taken over and make no 
eeoret about the fact that they have taken a few le••one from 
the Provi■ionale' book but they've learnt, I think, to be more 
•elective in the operation, that they seem to do. They now
seem to have the cell eyatem of operation off to a tee.•

The UOA'a 1tructure is loosely baaed on the Britieh Army. In the paet, 
they had notoriouely cloee link, with the security forcea, after all they 
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have the ■ame enemy - the IRA, But one e�traordinary event haa forced 
them to ■ever their army link• and ha• created today'• new breed of very 
British terroriet■, 

At the centre of the affair, a for111er solider who left the army and ro1e 
through the rank• ot the loyaliet paralll.ilitariea - Brian Nelaon. 

Brian Feeney: "Nelson was the co-ordinator of Intelligence within the 
UDA, All 1114terials that came in from RUC, UDR, Britieh 
Army whatever, ware co-ordinated by him, compiled and put 
on hi• computer. So that he wa• actually involved in 
helping to aelect target■, He had the information, the 
files and wa■ able to ■elect peoplw to be killed.•

Brian Nel■on had do■sier• on, at least, a thousand Republican■, In 1988, 
he wa■ aaked by the UDA to help plan the murder of a Catholic, Gerard 
Slane. Be found hi• addre•• in the Electoral Register.

"Brian Nel■on wa■ apparently watching the 
movement■ of my husband and probably watohinq 
our hou■e, everywhere my husband went Brian 
Nel■on knew hie whereaboute.• 

But Neleon had another role. Be wae working for militarr intelligence. 
He wa■ paid E200 a week to warn hie army handlers of iauninent attack■ on 
targeted Catholic■• The ■eourity forces were then euppo■ed to intervene 
but it didn't alway1 happen.

"I didn't even hear gla■a breaking when the door wa1 
getting kicked down, I just heard the1e bang■, I think it 
wae ahot1, and my husband wa■ lying on the ground. There 
wa■ juet blood everywhere ■o I ju■t ran out eorea:ain9 
a■king for ■omebody to come and help me." 

Gerard Slane wa■ one ot eighteen people murdered while Agent Nel■on wa■ 
informing. To juetify the killing■, the UDA flouted confidential police 
and army mug ■hots of their viotim•, claiming the■• proved they were 
Republican terrorists. 

A Briti■h Police Chief, John Steven•, here on the left, wa■ ordered to 
inveeti9ate whether the ■ecurity forces had deliberately colluded with 
the loyalist murder ganga. His enquiries led to a ■eri•• of spectacular 
court ca■es. Although, Brian Nelaon, in a letter to 'Thi• Week' 
maintains hi• alligence lay with the amy, he was still jailed for 
oonepiracy to murder amid rumoura of a deal, But in following the letter 
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of the law and arresting him, Mr, Steven'• had alerted the UOA to a high 
level mole in their midet. A• a reault, the UDA reorganised and a more 
deadly and determined leaderahip emerged.

Adrian Guelkel ''I woke up to find a oouple of masked figure• at my 
bedside and then I heard one of the g-urunen eay - that'• 
the man - and that wae th• point at which I became aware 
that they were pointing gun• in my direction, A shot was 
fired and I felt a pain in my eide &nd a bit wet from 
blood coming out, The Ulater Freedom Fighter• claimed 
reapon•ibility, the Uleter Freedom Fighter• i• the nom de 
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guerra of the Uleter Defence A••ociation and they said 
that I wae an IRA arm■ dealer, that I imported arm• from 
the Middle 2a,t and that I was a liaison officer with the 
IRA'• European celle," 

They got the wrong man though an expert on terrori■m, Mr, Guelke, is a 
lecturer at Queen'• University. He believe• he was victim of a bizarre 
international con,piracy set up by South Africans who ware illegally 
■upplying arma to the UDA,

These are the weapons the loyalists are using wh8?1 they kill - eon,e 
homemade, ■ome ■tolen but hundred■ like this Belgian-made 9 11'1111 Browning 
pistol and this Czechoslovakian vzse a■eault rifle have been bought 
illegally on the international arm• market. Theee particular guns, now 
in the hands of the police, were smuggled into Northern Ireland in a 
batch which came originally from the Lebanon, 

The police intercepted at least one third of the batch and in doing so 
discovered that the UDA, like the IRA, had international connection,. 

Adrian Guelke1 "The link• between loyalist,, para.militarie, and South 
Africans go back way really to the nu.d-1980• when a member 
of the UDA wae eent out to South Africa to inveetigate the 
poaaibility of arm• euppliH and that came to fruit.ion in 
early 1988 when a •hipment of anne came to Northern 
Ireland, aet.oniehingly through Israel and Lebanon.

The police did not seize the entire ehipment and weapon• eupplied by 
South Africans are •till being u•ed today. Two were used in the betting 
ehop mas•acre in February. Forenaic teats prove that 47 ahot.e were fired 
from a pistol and an aseault rifle aimilar to theee. What's more, those 
eame weapon• had previouely been ueed to kill three other Catholice, 

The UFF hae a.nununition and, through racketerring in working claea 
ghettoa, extorts the fund• they need tor their terroriet campaign, 

Brian Feeney: "The get them from clubs and pub,, from building aitee and 
openly from extortion where they ,imply go to people, who 
are bueineeemen, and de111and money to enable them to 
continue running their ehope or their businesse■ and it 
they don't comply, they're injured.•

Theee are eitee of former UDA cluba razed to the ground by the Britieh 
Government who, •• a priority, want to atop the flow of money to the 
terroriete.
