The United States notes the cor.clusion on November 10 ot nearly 
six months c: talks on the fut�re of Northern Ireland and 
Anglo-Irish rela�ions. The talks covered fundamental aspeots 
of thQ internal, Ncrth/Sou�h and East/West relationships. we 
recognize thet the issues in the talks are complex, the hurdles 
many, and the challenges great. !ut we welcomQ the efforts 
made to date and are encouragec by the willingness all sides 
have shown !n taking risks for 9eace and in seeking ways to put 
aside the sterile divisions o! the past. 

To the two governments and tr.e political parties involved in 
this histor�c undertaking, we extend our support and cur hopes 
that the in=ormal consultations to which the parties are 
co��itted w�:1 help the� fine e way forward in thair dialogue.
