REPLY

I am aware of the cases to which the Deputy refers and of the
considerable concern to which they have given rise. For its
part, the Government has raised these cases with the British
authorities through the framework of the Anglo-Irish
Conference and continues to keep the matter under close
review. I understand that the cases are at present being
considered by the British authorities and, in light of the
widespread doubts that have been expressed about the safety of
these convictions, I would welcome a decision to refer them
back to the Court of Appeal.
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
