1, A meeting of tha Anglo-Irish Intergovernmental Conferenee was 

held in London on a July �993, The Irish Government was ,epre1•nted 

by the Joint Chairman, Mr Dick Spring TD, Tanaiste and Minister fOt 

Foreign Affairs, Mra Maire Geoqhegan-Quinn TO, Minister for Justice 

and Mr Ruairi Quinn TD, Minister for �nterpri&e and !mployment. The 

Britiah Government was represented by the Joint Chairman, 

Sir Patriok Mayhew MP, secretary of State for North&rn Ireland, 

accompanied by Bit John Wheeler MF, Miniater of state, Northern 

Irelan� Office, Mr Robert Atkins MP, Minister of State, Nor�h•rn 

Ireland Ottioe and Michael Aneram MP, Parliamentary Un�er Secratary 

of State, Northern Ireland ottice, The Commiasioner of the Oarda 

Biochana and the Chief Constable of the Royal Ulster Conatabulaty

The Conference condemned recent bombing outrages and other 
violent incidents, Thay axpreseeo their sympathy with all who have 
suffered as a result of such incidents, and reaffirmed their total 
opposition to any attempt to promote political objectives throu;h 
violence, Mini�ters reviewed the existin; high level of 
co-operation on security matters with the aim of continuing and 
enhancing it in every possible way. They conqratulated the security 
forces on the substantial progress they ar& making to prevent acts 
of terrorism and to bring those responsible to justice.

7. The Conference noted existin9 Government strate;ies on

industrial development and current co-operation tnvolvino Government

Oepartments, their A9ancies and private interests. Ministers noted 

the similarities between the two economies. They examined the 

problems limitin; the expansion of indioenou1 industry in both parts

of Ireland and reviewed how the Agencies North and South are 

tackling the■e issues. They endorsed proposals for further 

co-operation.

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B, The Conference welcomed the 1peci1l focus on Science and

Technology, which is a key area tor induatrial development.

Minister• reviewed current activitie1 and coneluded that !urther

co-operation in a number of areas would be mutually beneficial. 

They agreed to aeek meens of jointly promotin9 an inct•aaed 

awareneas of the irn�ortance of research, technology and innovation

in industry, They a;reed to examine the scope for developin;, on an

111-lreland ba1i1, ■chem•• which are only ,vailable at pre■ent in 

one or other of the two jurisdictions, They also a;reed to 

e1tabli1h a comprahan1ive lilting of ra■earch and technology

facilities and their eapabilitie■ in both p1rt1 of the i1ltnd, ■o as

to maximise their usage by industry. It wa1 decided that 

collaboration betwe•n comp1nie1 and in•titutea, North and South,

should be encoura;ed in order to inorease the level of participation

in international research prograrMI•••

9, Ministers expressed their concern for disadvantaged areas in 
Northern Irelend, to whichever aection ot the com.�unity they belon;, 

and welcomed steps that are �•ing taken to ;ive special assistance, 

The British side drew attention to ::tJra1t£na social N••4 and to 

recent announcement• on funding for the Ml,kina !el(oat work 
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�,uy.arM1e, They 1na1ceteo tna1r intention to continue to address 
·• special needs of disadvant�Qed areas, on both sides of the

community,

10, There was a discussion on public appointments with particular 
rQf�r�nce to co-operat1on between the Arts Councils, 

ll, The Conference took note of the first annual report of the 
SteerinQ GrouD on Rural DevP.lnpm�nt, 4ttabli£hod at �ha Cott!ora�oa 
of 13 September, 1991. 

12, There was also some discu11ion on i11ue1 related to 
broadcasting and hospital facilities in Northern Ireland.

September.
