l. Attached for your information, in case you have not
already seen it, is a copy of a letter President
Clinton sent to Mayor Dinkins on 29 October 1993 in
reply to his letter asking the President to give
favourable consideration to a visa for Gerry Adams.
You will note that the President's letter in paragraph
4 says that neither the British nor Irish Goverrunent
favour granting Adams a visa. The latter assertion is
hardly likely to endear us to Irish Alllericans even
though we have, as far as I know, never publically
offered such a view on this issue except to say it was
none of our business.

2. The letter is likely to infuriate Irish Americans
who already feel betrayed by Clinton in relation to the
peace envoy issue. I understand that Bruce Morrison has
reacted angrily to it. The implied rejection of the
Hume Adams initiative will also be unpopular in the
same circles,

3. I understand that the Irish Times now has a copy of
the letter and will run with the story tomorrow.
