Subject: Speech Sir Patrick Mavhew

There follows the text of a speech made by Sir Patrick Mayhew at lucch
this afternoon. The lunch, paid for by the TDB, was hosted by Blil Flynn
of Mutual of America. There were 50/60 influential Irlsh Americans at
the lunch, the vast majority of them in the business and media fields.

The Secretary of State’s speech was not well received as was evident from
many private comments made afterwards. As one participant mentioned
"there was no message in the speech. I am no more inclined to luvest lu
Northern Treland now than before and [ am unconvinced of the British
Government’s willlngness to deal with nationalist concerns there".

People were particularly critical of his comments on security and
confldence issues and what they saw as an attack on the MacBride
Principles. I think it is fair to say that there is no center to tbe speech
and that It sceks to cover too much ground in too short a space. In my
view a good opportunity to influence Irish Americans hag been lost by the
British.

Both Nlall O’Dowd of the Irish Voice and Claire Grimes of the Irish Echo
were at the lunch and rcacted negatively to the Secretary of Slate’s
remarks, which Is likely to be reflected in their comments in their
newspapecs.

The Anglo-insh Agreement i important in many
ways, Not least i i rccognition. by both the
Britsh and Insh Guvernments that the status of
Northern Ireland should depend on the consent

of a majoriry of the pcople in Northern Ireland.

The Talks

The Rritsh and Irish Covernments are cach
totally commitied to defeating terrorism, and to
making political progress. Here the poliucal tatks
process is very much alive. Round Two camc to
an end 1n November. But at that point Uic par-
ucipuants - the two Governmens and the [our
main constitutional parties in Northern lieland -
agreed that further dialogue was both destrable
and nccessary.

That has been going nn. There have been many
constructive  ¢antacts, These have been on sub-
stantive issus - such hs human 1ights - as well
as on procedural ones.

Rut it will represent our ideas as to the
direction for advance. We intend it to give that
advance some impetus.

I want you to he in no doubt that he 1alks
process has atready achicved far more than the
pundits thought pessible. Much essential ground
clearing has been carried out. Historic milsstones
were passed. There has bcen wide agreement an
the nnderlying realitica, on underpinning princi-
ples. and on wlentives.

But, miore than that, a great deal of detalled
work was done, during the mest reccnt phase,
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an pos:iblc new armangement, whetlicr in Northe
cmn lreland, within the istand of lreland, or
between the two Covernmens. There was ral
engagemcnt and real commitment.

This work has not yet been completed. Ruc |
firmly believe that an overall setdement is achiew
able. And that is not just my view. It was shared,
and publicly stated, by the independent chain
man. the ditinguithed Austmlian judge Sir Nuian
Siephen.

The alks process has wide and deep public back-
mg in Northern Ireland, in the rest of the UN,
and in the Republic of Ireknd. Church leaden,
businessmen, community leaders and ordinary
citizeny have repeatedly made ths clear. John
Hume telb me that in 20 years he has never
had a pnst bag 30 heavily and swrongly urging
polinaal progress. Thu is spantanecusly confirmed
1o me wherever I go in the Province. The Prime
Minister ook away the samc message [rom his
recent visit.

Why is there this support for the talks proccus?

An agrecd accommodaton rosulting from the s
would, 1 am quite sure, hastcn the ending of
terrorism. The 1alks offer the prospect of 3 new
start for all the key reladanships. That would
establisly the conditons for a more peaceful, sta.
ble, prospcrous, and sausfyingly governcd soci-
ery. That is why the tatks put pressurc on the
terrorists, That i why they arc againsr them

While the @lks process remins this potential, the
prnnity must be to carry it forward, net cut across
it or cduphicate it

I'hat is why the strong support of President
Clinton for the mlks proces is so important © us.

What, you may say, about Sinn Fein? Why arc
you not wlking to = policeal party which has
commanded more than 10% of the vole in var-
ious elections in Narihern Ireland (although most
vecently los than 2% i the Repuhlic)?

The answer - and it is one which Dick Sprng

gives as readily and as fumly as 1 - is that Sinn
Foain exclude themselves by their continued a-
pousal of vioknce. You cannot have poliucal 1alks
with people whose [riends, with their cndorse-
ment, claim and excercise ihe nght to supple-
ment therr argument by means of killing, maim-
ing, desrucuon, threan and racketecring, rather
than holding to the constitutional and democrat-
ic pursuit of polidcal objectives.

The British Government does not exclude from
discussion any legitimately and constitutionally
exprcssed objective. Any major party which had
genuinely and sufficicntly shown, over a pertod,
long enough 10 satisfy sceptcal minds, that u
was not assocated with violence, could jom the
talks so far aa we are concerned. But mark well
the candition. Their acovitics must be constitu-
uons) and democratc, - to Uhe absolute exclusion
of anyihing clse.

Seccuriry

I know of the concern v the USA i some
quartets about whether the sccurity forces arc
violaung human rights in Northerss Ircland. |
understand thar completcly. We have been light-
ing tenvorisin for more than 20 years. under the
rule of law, Allegations of miscondnct are ersily
made, and sometimes tactically made. And ncg-
auve propesitions, in rebuttal, are, in the narure
of uJcbate, often dilficult 10 prove. Su I want
next to tell you how 1 see ths ropic.

Belfast s not Beirut or Sarajevo. Northern lre
land as a whole has a lower homicide raie than
many major cities in Europe, lower than w 36
US sutcs, aml the lowest ecrime rate in the UK.

Neverthcless, therc are well cstablished and ruth-
less (crmorist groups from both sides of the cora
mumity in Northern Ireland. What happened at
the World Trade Cenge here was a termible re
minder of the mcans terroriss employ 1 serve
their undemoaratic ends.

It is a fundamental imperauve thar the secunty
forces - whether police or soldiers acting i thes
suppent - must aperate smictly within the rule of

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law. The only people in Northern Irchnd who
pursue a shoot o kill policy are the (crrorsts. If
somcone © kiled or mured by a policeman or
a soldier in the coune of their duty, ihere are
strict requirements for the investigation of such
mcidents, for independent oversight where nec-
essary, and for an indcpendent decsion to be
taken un whether prasecution should follow. Any
judicial finding and sentencc are. of covrve, en-
tirely independent of government

The reality s that we muat sirike a baknce in
Northern Ireland. as anywherc clse, betwcen
protecung rights and protecting the people. |
cons@anily review whcther the balince s vight |
am always ready fo look at proposals for adding
to the protections for human nghus.

But who are the real volators of human rights
in Northern Ireland? Not thc police and the
army. They have the 10les ticy have because
the people of Northern Ircland must be protect-
ed against those who want to take away their
freedom of spcech, deny their freedom of
uncoerced political apmion, invade theu privacy,
violate their family lives cdestroy their prosperity,
damage their property, destroy their health. and
cven leke away their nght 1o life itsell.

The people of the USA have hecome increasing-
ly awarc what such “frecdom fighting” amounts
to - the maiming and murdering of innocent
rivihans, somcwnes indoding children, in North-
cm Ireland and in Creat Britain. such as hap-
pened an Remembranee Day in Ennskillen. in
the weekend aunosphere of the shopping centre
in Wairington in March and in dic city of Lon-
don ten days ago. Simdarly on the so-called loy-
alist side we have seem the gunning down of
Catholies for nn rcason other than that they
belong 0 rhat side of the community. But even
the most chilling evil annot keep vut good - as
the rcvival of the peace movement in lrcland
after Warrington has sbown.

Confidence Issues

We recognise. of course, how vial w is for the
security forces to win and uaintain the coufi-
dence of all sides of Ute community.

We are particularly grateful to
Proident Clinten for his coinmitment o mchucle
a $20m conuibution o the fund in hs hudget
proposals for 1994, | am conlident that, under
its new Chaman, Willie T McCavter, Managing
Director of Fruit of tie Loom in Derry, the Fund
will continue to make s vital contribution o
this regenerative work in hoth Northern Ircland
and the Republic. | hope some of yau wil come
to see 1t for yourselves.
