1. The Joint Declaration has been presented by all of our

Missions abroad to the Governments or organizations to

which they are accredited.

2. We have asked our Missions to encourage the issuing of

statements in support of the Joint Declaration. This

has been done in some instances unilaterally and in

others in conjunction with their British colleagues.

3. As of now (16/12 pm), statements have been issued by

President Clinton. Prime Minister Keating, the Japanese

Government. the Swedish Foreign Minister and the

President of the European Commission. Copies are

attached.

4. Reactions from the French. German. Italian and Canadian

Governments are also likely and a letter of support from

the Spanish Prime Minister is anticipated. Other

Governments have indicated that, if asked about the Joint

Declaration, they will indicate their support.

5. A statement is being prepared for possible issue after

next Monday's General Affairs Council (where the Tanaiste

and the Foreign Secretary will be briefing their

colleagues).

6. The secretary General of the UN has also been approached.

7. Statements of support have also come from Speaker Foley,

the Chairman of the Friends of Ireland, Senator Edward
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Kennedy, Congressman Joe Kennedy and the AOH.

LAUDS ANGLO-IRISH DECLARATION 

Foreign Affairs Minister Andre Ouellet today welcomed the Joint Declaration on
Northern Ireland issued in London on December 15 by Prime Minister John Major
of the United Kingdom, and Prime Minister Albert Reynolds of Ireland.

"Prime Ministers Major and Reynolds have taken an important step forward in
their efforts to achieve peace, stability and reconciliation in Ireland. I hope that
those who have pursued their objectives through violence will now have the
wisdom to seize this opportunity to reconcile their differences peacefully," Mr
Ouellet said.

The Principles contained in the joint declaration respect the rights, beliefs and
values of both communities in Ireland, and accept the need to proceed with the
consent of the people of Northern Ireland. Mr Ouellet underlined that Canada has
long supported efforts to achieve peace in Northern Ireland. For example,
Canada has provided financial support to the International Fund for Ireland,
established by the British and Irish governments to encourage dialogue and
reconciliation between unionists and nationalists.
