Arthur expreeeed concern a• the c�rrent lack of • :f 
con.f.1.dence in ur.ion.1.11m wh1. h he felt nc de-:! to be 
urqent'y addreeeod. In this context, he epok� about th 
poesibility o! �stab.i•hing a unionist foru-. Thie idea 
had been raised in a poaitive way prior •o •�e IRA B 
declara•-on b t had been blocked hy Paisley. tow 1-e h d 
auopted it be�ause it suited hi� to present 1t �n 
re"�tion to and ln competition with the Forum for Peace 
and Reconciliation Arthur felt it would be most 
unfortunate if thie meant that the id�a behind 1t wau 
therefor• seen ae r.egative. It could only b� a qood 
thing to get all elem nle of unioniorn talking and it 
might help to give the loyalist• the ei�nal they too 
noeded to come in fro the cold. Tho biggest dang r at 
the moment was the lack o( a ur.1oniat big id�a. Th y ad 
the ab1.l�ty to knock the whole houe� of �arde down but 
they had not�ing to put in ite place. 

5, Arthur had bee1 concerned to learn of Molyn aux's 
forthcoming two week trlp to Australia, which th• 
Ainbd&sador has reported on separately. He had heard that 
Mo!y�ea�x, who is well aware o: the eagerness of ome of 
his co.le�gues to 6ucceed him, had remarked that hP 
wondered how the !iv� contPnderew would behave 
themeelvee in h-B abwenc�.
