1. As conveyed by phone, I had a fifty minute discussion
" yesterday morning on all aspacts of the ceasefire with Sandy
Berger, the Deputy National Security Advisor. Tony Lake, the
Head of the NSC, telephoned from vacation to offer
congratulations to the Government on their achievement.

2. Both lLake and Berger wsre absolutely delighted at the IRA
announcement and ware very appreciative of our expressions of
gratitude to the President for his encocuragement and support.
They vere equally pleased that the President's decision on
the Adams visa issue haal been campletely vindicated. Barger
had been helpful earlier in the day, as had Nancy Soderberg,
in baving the President informed immediately at his holiday
retreat (Martha's Vineyard) of the actual IRA announcenment,
and in setting up the early morning phone call with the
Taoiseach.

3. We also discussed the ldnaiste's wish to brief the President
on the devqloping' situation. We agreed that the proposed
meeting should be held as soon as possible and, following
further discussion and a call to the President, that it should
ideally take place on Friday in Martha's Vineyard.
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4. Touy Lake also mentioned that he had spakan to Jim Xolyneaux
that morning, with a viewv in particul
about the Administration's decision to
Cahill. He found Molyneaux to be quite calm about the
developing situation, even to the extent of joking about
Paisley's recent name calling. 1In this regard, Molyneaux
