1% Attached is the statement which issued from the White
House tonight inviting Adams to Washington to meet with
National Security Adviser ULake. According ¢to the
statement Lake '""looks forward to hearing Mr Adams' views
on the current situation in Northern Ireland and to
diseussing ways in which the peace process can be further
advanced and economic prosperity can be promoted".

2. The statement does not refer to fundraising, but I
understand from Nancy Soderberg that Adams has agreed
(reluctantly) to come on the basis of his meeting with
Lake which is likely to take place on 7 December. Whils
a meeting with Vice President Gore has also apparently
bean sought by Adams, there has been no specific
commitment to this. Soderberg told me, however, that if
such a meeting were to take place it would probably
involve, at a maximum, the vice President "dropping by"
during the Lake/Adams meeting.

3. In a conversation with Niall 0 Dowd this morning he
mentioned that Adams may also visit Canada again during
this trip for a meeting with the French-Canadian PM in
Ottawa.
