He ha.s met most 
Irish political leaders over the years and met most recently, 
in September, with the former Thai�te. 

Appointed to the Senate in 1980 and elected there ill 1982, 
Sena.tor Mitchell was chosen a.s Majority Leader in January 
1989. Eis genial temperament, s?d-ewd political instinct, 
dedication to the task at hand a.Jd commitment to finding 

compromise without sacrificing 4oals earned him both 
popularity and respect. considered �oth for membership of the 

' ' l 1 t Supreme Court and as ColD.111l.ss1oner for Basebal , sena or 
Mitchell was prevailed upon to rem.Jin as Majority Leader to 
assist in the passage of health earJ reform (this, of course, 

did not make it through the last co�gress).
