The discussion of political matters at the Anglo-Irieh Conference on 
22-23 September took place over dinner in Lancaster Rouee on th•
evening of 22 September and during a re•tricted ••••ion of the
Conference on 23 September,

(1) 22 Stptember
At the dinner in Lancaster House, the Tanaiate and the Minister for 
Justice were accompanied by N, Dorr, T, Dalton,,s. O hUiginn,
Ambassador Small, D. O'Donovan, P, Finlay and D. Donoghue. 

The British aid• consisted of the Secretary of State, Ministers 
Michael Ancram and Sir Jchn Wheeler, J. Chilcot, D, Fell, Ambassador 

Blatherwick, Q. Thomas, M, Williama and K, Lindsay. 

Mr, Mayhew: Welcome, The overall scene ia 1110re attractive than 
the last time we met, Let us look at the response (to the 
ceasefire) from the two GoverNnenta and the political parties. Let 

ue consider where we are at present and what the way ahead ia, 

We think that a very important task has been to banish the idea, 
prevalent in some Onioni1t cir�le1, that there is only one 

conceivable explanation for the IRA'a sudden abandonaent of what 

they had been fighting for - namely, that they had been granted 
clandestinely what they had wanted all along. The strength with 

which that feeling is held amaze■ me. It i• held high and low and 
near and far, 

nevertheless. 

It is �ostly irrational -but highly influential 
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The moat likely explanation ia that they acted becauae of the Joint 
Declaration, and in particular because they realized that there wa1 
no mileage to be had from the use of violence to achieve their 
political objective • . I have bean putting thi• foJ.Wud a• the more 
likely explanation. They have done thia after • 1erie1 of 
miscalculation• in their re■ponse to the Declaration (the·preaaure 
!or clarification, the Letterkenny conference etc) which gave the
impression that they ware holding to violence only because they
could not get what they wanted by political means.

We haye made progress hare with thoae who 1upport the Onion by 
advancing this explanation (which I believe to be the true one). 

You and I have the aAl!le objective. We wish to sea a permanent end 
to violence ao that those who want to 1ee an end to violence-can 
join the democratic procese, There i• no difference of eubatanca 
between us. Rather, there is a difference of interpretation - a 
mild, but nevertheless aignifican�, difference. 

We agree that we cannot sit down with those who,reaerve the right to 
uae violence, The Irish Government thinka it kight to conclude that 
the ceaaefir• ia permanent, We have been more cautloua. We do not 
want any particular -form of words bu� we do want them to exprea■ an 
intention to give up violence for good - ao that they do not intend 
in any future circumatancea to reauma, 

I am grateful for the underatanding which baa been ■hewn, moet 
recently and notably by the Taoiaeaoh in Canberra. It ia 
underatandable that there should be greater caution h•r• because our· 
people have 1uatained three thouaand death• over the pa■t twenty­
five years. 

We hope strongly that this ii the intention, We have said together 
that there must be a renunciation which ia permanent, We have said 
that within three months there will be discusaion■ about preliminary 
matter■, The references to "the clock ticking" are tiraaome. I 
hope that the words (used by Sinn Fein/IRA) will become sufficient, 
We have now had three_weeka without violence, 
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We thought that it was neceaaary not to snatch at what was being 
offered. Equally, we recognized that it waa important not to deny 
Gerry Adame .1Q1H visible and external reaponae, You have aeen wh�t 
has been happenings soldier■ are wearing berets, helicopter, are not 
coming below 500 feet, etc. There will be more as the picture. 
becomes clearer, We were able to lift the orders on ten roada. Only 
three of the•• were aerioualy controversial, as you know,_ Tonight, 
aa I mentioned to you in private, I have 111ade an order rescinding 
the cloaure of another aix • taking into account, on the Chief 
Conatable'a advice, that there ha■ been a further week without 
violence, We have lifted the broadcasting ban, thank heaven■ - thia 
waa a nonsense for a long time, 

As for the parties, the DUP have been dism.iaeive, The OtJP have 
remained very sceptical but they have been reassured by the caution 
shown by the British GoverM1ent, They want it to be real and they 
are prepared to believe that it ia for real, 

It ia illlportant to try to maintain so111ething of a momentWD eo that, 
if there is preaaure on Adams (complaints that �e has nothing to 
show for what haa been done), he will have aomathini to ahow. 

I hope that the United State, and·the Irish Government will do 
everything poeaible to have word• produced which will enable ua to 
aays "Fine,,,,. ar• now into the verificatory period•. 

There ha• been an·enormoualy important change, therefore, since we 
laat met, This derives more from the Joint Declaration that from 
anything elee. 

T101i1tw1 Thank you for your welcome, We are meeting for the 
firat time in a situation very different from the circwutancea in 
which we have been meeting over recent years, When one look■ at the 
aecurity brief (for the Conference) in term■ of what has happened 
since the laat meeting, it is clear how much ha• changed - and 
changed forever, 

There is an opportunity here which both Governments muat cultivate, 
I Wlderatand your rea�;va-t:-ion•-and caution - but we must be careful 
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not to-give othera any doubta about our intention■. W• are each 
conacioue of the other'• difficulti••• It·i• a queetion of finding 
the right balance. We muet proceed on a day-by-day baaie, Every 

day without violence in Northern Ireland ia of 111&jor importance. 
Reinforcementi are neceaaary on all ■idea. 

Adams - whatever view we may take·· of him - eeeu to be able to .bring 

his people with him, There ia atrong US preaeure on him to deliver 
peace, That ia why he got hia viaa in the firat place. Be ia now 
returning to the United States, 

I personally regret that Jim Molyneaux ia not there at the moment, 
Hie presence. -would have had far 1110:r& impact (than the viait by hb 
four more junior colleaguea). Everything eaid by the 0S (including 
by the President and the Vice-President) haa addreaaed the need• of 
�communities ••·••• 

(Mr, M.lyhey: Yea, they have been very good) 

.•... They have been friends to �-Government,. There i• 
tremendous potential at preaent and the onue i� on both Government• 
to bring it along, 

If you want them (SiM Fein/IRA) to say •permanent•, they, are not 
going t� do ao, But from everything they have ,aid, both in public 
and in private conversation■, what they are aaying i■ that it ia 

over. 

Hopefully the Loyalist• will also end their campaign, They also 

deserve some time and aome space to reach their decision (after all, 
the IRA took seven monthe), We cannot have any victoriea or defeats 

in this aituation, 

There is a glorioua opportunity at preaent and it ia our 
reaponsibility to nurture it. 

The Unionists, both at leaderehip level �d within the body politic, 

muat move on, If there i• no longer a threat of IRA violence, they 
must decide how to re�pond to-Uat development and must recogniae 
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Sinn Pein'• democratic 111Andate. (We have aaid all along that, if 
the IRA renounced violence, there would be-a new ball-game,) 

If we in the Irish Government can help in any way•in relation to the 
situation which you face, we are ready to do so, Sinn Fein ha�• 
confirmed that our interpretation (of the caaaefire) is the correct 
one, If then is any way in which we can move that along••··• 

Mr. Mayhew, We said in the replies we gave last May that they 
would have to make a public renunciation of violence. I do not for 
one moment doubt the validity of your interpretation of the IRA'• 
intentions. But we can only go by what they say and do, And we 
have to be s�en to be going by objective criteria. 

It would be surprising if you �•d ngt had private reaa■urancea 
(from them), However, u cannot rely on anything which has been 
said in private. 

I hope that they can just take things a little ;urther ao that we 
can say: "Yea, we can be certain now that this' .ia permanent", 

Our approach is paying off, we are now hearing from.John Taylor 
that his guts tell him that it i■ real, Ho--i■ a very powerful 
figure, 

'l'a,nai■tei I was surprised by Taylor'a initial statement (which he 
has renewed tonight), I thought that he would have been one of the 
laat to come across. It is very significant that he is saying 
emphatically that thia is new and for real. Thi• mu■t carry 
considerable weight. 

Mr. Mayhew: We have taken the position we have taken because we 
believe it to be the right one. We note also that, having taken it, 
John Taylor and others have adopted a benign stance which they might 
have been reluctant to do had they been behind the British 
Government (rath.er than •lightly in front).

I am very aware of th• danger of "blighting thi• green shoot• - and 

so is the Prime Minister. That ia why I hope that we can do this 

before very much longer, However, w� have to contend with media 

claims that there have been ••cret deala, 

Tanaiate: In the South nobody has raised any questions about 

deals. ·It ha• been Qde very clear that we were not intereated in 
deals. we will keep repeating that we are not in the buaineas of 
m&king deals - aa anything built on ,and will not laat. 

I am encouraged by the hope you expreaaed. The reaolve and 

determinatic;>n of both Government• 'i• very important. Both of ua are 
collllllitted to eolving this problem. W• muet both be stronger than 
thoee whom we are trying to bring along. 

Mr, Mayhew: we are very clo••• Th• difference between ua i• only 
one of interpretation - not of policy or 1ub1tance. 

Tanaiate: The media want to ••• controverey �d difference, 

between the two Government,. We 111U1t ensure that the ga� is not ao 
wide that they can get inside. 

Mr. MAyhew: How do you view their undoubted capability to reaume? 
People eays "You know that they ,till have a large ar■enal of 

weapons eto•, 

Tanaiate1 Some Unioniata have aaid to me (as have ■ome member• of 

the Dail - Pin• Gael, the PD■ etc - when the que■tion of 
verification has arisen) that they realize that there will be no 

clinical agreement that e.g. •next Monday at 9 a.m. everything will 

happen•. What we are talking about here is a proc•••• Th••• things 

are further down the line. You can convince people in stage■ that 

we are all going in the eame direction, 

Mr, Mayhq: What did the Taoiseach mean in Canberra with his 

remark {for which I have already publicly axpreaaed appreciation) 

that the question of their arsenal i• relevant to the iaaue of 
demilitarisation (including e.g the withdrawal of troopa to 
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barracks)? Ia he saying that Sinn Fein would have to surrender 
their arm• before being admitted to the Porum7 

Tana�■ta: What he meant in the first inetanc:e ie that, if the 
threat of violence is removed and a certain period of time elapse•, 
the British Army will no longer need to be preeent. 

The parties in the South will need to have evidence of Sinn Fein 
willingne•• to start shifting arma. The Minister for Justice and I 
have made statements indicating that, if there is no longer any 
violence in the North, there will be no reason for the arma to be 
retained. There are, of course, many complications in term• of how 
we get the ��m• off them. 

I am worried, however, that, if we start putting that arqument 
upfront before the ·Forum start�, Sinn Fein will reply by asking why 
they should have to take thi• step before anything has happened and 
will point to the substantial lOj'ali1t arsenal of weapons etc. 

If we can bring them all along together, that is much better. I aee 
these issues as ari•ing further down the line; 

Minister tor Ju■tice: The Secretary of State haa himself aaked 
what is happening on the other (Loyaliat) aide. A decision by those 
people to call a ceaaefire would be a hugely significant 
development. 

Tanai■tei our view ia that the atatementa by the Loyaliat 
paramilitariea have been quite reaaonable. They•••• to be at least 
contemplating movement. Are you hopeful about the aituation there7 

Hr. Jkyhn: It has moved back from the high vater•mark of eixteen 
months aqo (their indication that they would atop if the IRA did). 

They are more cautious now. They need a lot of rea■aurance, They 
want clarification etc. Thay are very volatile. While the IRA are 
a tightly diec1piined organization, thia lot are all over the place 
• a more unruly horae.,

Mr Wheeler: The position there ia more hopeful than the.am -iaaue. 

Miniatar for Juatig91 It ia obvioualy a crucial point for us in 
the light of the Connolly Station attack and other threats 
(including to individuals), How significant is it to them that the 
British Government haa not accepted the ceaaefire aa permanent? 

Mr, Mayhey: .· If the British Gove:r'nment had done ao initially or
even now, their reaction might have been that that confirmed their 
auspicions, The fact that we have ahown caution has perhaps 
provided them with ·some reassurance. 

Miniater for Ju■tice1 From a security point of view, I would be 
concerned about allowing the situation to drift, If the British 
Government were to say something at thia cruci�l time, it would be 
very helpful, 

It is firat neceaaary to catch the •crucial time•, 

The �rime Miniater, being a little further back from this than I am, 
has ahown a better perspective than I have. He see■ it in a 
particular way that I entirely endorse, 

Tauoi1te1 Is there anything the Irish Government could say which 
would allow the ■ituation to move forward? 

Mr, NAYhn: No - it all turn■ on the IRA'• judgement. 

Ta.naiater I don't like to hear slogan■ about •civil disobedience" 
etc, But, if that ie the only activity envisaged, we can cope with 
that. It ia better than bombing oampaigna. 

Mr. Mayhew: Could I -�ay that it would be helpful if there were no
talk-about "demilitariaation.,_ -and if care were taken with Iri•h 
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Government statement• in the context of Unionist au■piciona? I know 
you se• these auapicions •• unjustified but if we could juat ■te��y 
things .... 

The Taoiseach ha■ aaid a lot of helpful thing■, both orally and in 
writing. But "demilitariaation• play■ like ■trychnina. It i■ ju■t 
thia ■ingle negative point •••• 

Mr, Ancruu There ha■ been an inclination on the part of Sinn Fein 
apokeamen in recent week■ to divorce them■elve■ fr011 the IRA, There 
is a growing perception that thi• could mean that they will take the 
line.that they (the IRA) have "nothing to do with ua• and they will 
therefore p�t no preaaure on the IRA to take any particular course. 
We muat addreaa thia doubt. 

Mr, Pell1 Responding to the Tanaiate'a question about what the 
Irish Government might do1 

The sooner we can find a way for Sinn Pein apokeaman to aay thing■ 
which are helpful to the British Government, t�• batter. 

There is a view that the Secretary of State hae ■et a teat for Sinn 
Fein, i.e. that they mu■t u■e their own word■ to ■ay that it is all 
over for good, But all they have to aay i■ that the 1wb 
Government ■ay that it ia all over for good and that they are right, 
This may be pedantic, but neither Adami no.r McGuinne1a ha■ 10 far 
said thi■, What they have ■aid ia that the Iri■h Government and the 
United States have re■ponded correctly. If they had aaid that you 
had inter.prated their intentions correctly, we would be further down 
the road now, Thie might be ■omething to be looked at. 

Mr, Mayhew: Best of all would be if they were to aay aomething 
directly and not obliquely, The Prime Minister feel■ very atrongly 
that it should be direct, It ia true that I have offered (David 
Fell'■ auggeation) as a means. However, the Prime Nini•ter i• a 
direct person himself, The longer it goea on without a direct 
■tatement, the more people'■ ■cepticiam is enhanced,

--
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The British Government recognize• that they cannot aay that it ie 
"perlllclnent", But we have not required them to uae that word. I 
have been worried by the fact that the initial IRA statement came· 
from "P, O'Neill" whereas all the glouee on it have come from 
Martin McGuinneaa etc. 

Mr. o hUiginn: We muat be careful not to fall into the _trap of 
believing the IRA'• own mythology. They are nQ.1. Supermen. There i• 
a dividing-line for them between honeaty and propaganda. The former 
means that they cannot give a guarantee of permanence. 

There ia very little doubt about their intentions. It is for real 
and it is no� a cosmetic game. Ttt. leadership ha■ very little place 
to go other.than to continue on the path it has chosen. Because 
they are curiously acrupulou■ about these thing■, they point out 
that the Prime Minister, for example, cannot.predict the horizon 
beyond the present Parliament,· They regard this aa a tactical gllllle, 
therefore, which they do not intend to enter. With a •lightly naive 
literal - mindedness, they argue that they cannot give guarantee■ 
about an environment which they cannot control:

The key to the weapons iaaue ha• to do in large measure not with the 
attitude of the British Government but with concern■ on their part 
about Loyalist violence. With the language he ha• been using, the 
Taoiaeach has been trying to be helpful to the people whom he want■ 
to bring into the tent, But there is no doubt that th� real agenda 
is about the Loyalist paramilitaries. Unle•• you draw 1221h sets of 
weapon• together, you will draw neither. Demilitarisation must also 
involve the British Army, Whether we like it or not, that is the 
mythology with which we have to deal. 

Mr, Chilcot: The Irish Government has ■till probably to face a 
prolonged test from the Loyalists. The Loyali•t• probably intend to 
engage in a ceasefire while maintaining at leaat the semblance of a 
claim to attack the South, 

The Proviaionale· are continuing to target material and to recruit, 
We will have to live with that. 
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We could therefore both be in a far wor■e aituation than the one in 
which we find ouraelvea. 

The best prospect is.that both the ODA and the UVF would declare a 
ceaaefire in-Northern Ireland but 111&intain the right (aa they .would 

claim) to attack the Iriah State. 

Tanaiata: What are they (the IRA) recruiting tor? 

Mr, Chilcot: The benign interpretation ia that they want to keep 
the young lads off the streets and our ot trouble. But this mean• 
that.they are maintaining their capability, 

Mr, Wheelu: The PIRA quartermasters have control of the weapon■ 
(unlike the Loyalists), 

Mr, Chilcotr The political leader■hip of Loyali■m i■ the mo■t 
unsettling aspect. Only alowly will a leader1hip emerge. Patience 

is required from you even more than from us. 

Tanaiate: Yea. We have a1ked privately for'them to atart leading 

(and to negotiate, therefore, from a position of atrength). They 
are beginning to realize that they need a new perapective. 

Mr, Fell: You are beginning to ■e• the &tart of a Loyaliet 
leadership emerging at community level. Commwiity leader■ are 

beginning to assemble themselv••• Thi• i1 probably the ,tart of a 

new political realignment. But there ie a long way to go. 

Mr, O'Donoyan: I would be worried at the idea of being patient and 
waiting until a Loyalist political leadership emerge,, We should 

■et ourselves a bri■ker timetable for talk• and pu■h ahead with the
framework document, We should try to ensure that the document

emerges in a more receptive atmo1phere. we 1hould maintain the
political moment11111.

There already is•· a loyalist leadership of 10rts. David Brvine has 
emerged from the shad�ws and has been ■aying so�• intelligent 
thinge,· 
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Mr, Pell! The problem i• that he has no democratic mandate. 

Mr, MAyhew: I agree with Deolan that certain Unionists have been 

elevating the framework document .... • 

'l"oDAiot•: Time is of the eaaence in relation to the framework 

document .... -

(Mr, Mayhev: I agree 

Meetings have been set up. We must try to move as quickly as 

possible. If we had a framework documont agreed between ua, that 

could be a major foundation-stone: 

Mr, Ancrg: Declan said something very important, the framework 

document must be launched into a receptive atmoaphere, This is 

absolutely vital, We could get·the Onioni•t• eventually to the 

table - but we must first diapel·the suspicion that we are doing 

private deals, We know that there will be aapecta of the framework 

document which will be unacceptable to both •i�e•. Therefore a lot 

of work must be done to ensure that there i• a receptive atmosphere 

before we even launch the document in their direction, 

As far as the Unioniats are concerned, I have said before that the 

DUP will begin to look for reaaons to coma back into dialogue, We 

are now aeeing the first glimmers in this regard. They no longer 

feel that they can stay entirely outside, We will allow them an 

opportunity to come back and to become part of the proce■•• 

As for the UUP, they are keen to aee political development, They 

realize that there will have to be other arrangements made with 

regard to the other relationships. But they are frightened about 

po■aible deal■ (despite the reasaurancaa which the Prime Mini■ter'■ 

atat8Jllent would have given them). They are alao concerned about a 

possible "slippery alope", i.e., that if they come on board at all 

they could begin to slide in a direction which they don't like. 

They are al■o frightened by co111111enta (or what they 1ee as leaks) 

about-the framework d��waent;--The comment in the Daily Telegraph 
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abou� a possible croas-border body having legielative function• rang 
a lot of alarm bells with them. They al10 believe that others a�e 
being told things about the framework document which thu are not 
being told. They recall in this respect the l9B5·negotiationa (when 
everyone el■e seemed to know what was going on and they did not). 

We have 111Aintained confidentiality and we will continue.to do 10. 

Tanaiete: It is very important to realize that agreement between 
the Government• doaa not necessarily mean that other■ will alao 
agree, We must do the preparatory background work. 

Mr, Chilcot_;. Yes, a lot of ground-work and "softening up" needs to 
be don• before we can get to the final point of agreement on a text. 

Tanaiate: I have no difficu�ty with that. It ia extremely 
important. I recall the two months' preparatory work which went 
into launching the Anglo-Irish Agreement in 1985. We cannot agree a 
text, say, on a Thursday and launch it on the following Monday. 

Mr Chilcot: Part of the 
political participation. 
hours of your own time to 

preparatory proce1s will require top-level 
You will need, Tanai1te, to give some 
this. 

Mr. O'Dongyan: I agree, We originally thought of the framework 
document as aOD1ething to be prepared by officials, endoraed by the 
Governments and given to the parties at a point where they are about 
to sit around the table. But that is not the case now. It could be 
many months before talks begin. We must think of this document aa 
"Son of Joint Declaration" (not as a set of parameters for talks). 
If we think of it in the way we presented the Joint Declaration, we 
will be on the right track. 

Mr, Ancram: Aa 0eclan says, maybe there ia work to b• done 
beforehand and alao after, 

Tanaiate1 Yea. As John Chilcot ■aid, at the ■tag• of agreement 
(between the Governments) it ia poeaibly already too late to do 
preparatory work. ---
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Mr. Fells There i1 not much time left. We muet get into the 
preparatory phase very soon. 

Mr. o hUiqinn1 It 1hould be recalled that all but two of the 
partiea •the-troP and the DUP - are ready to get around the table 
im111ediately. 

Mr. Angram1 And Sinn Fein, 

Mr, o hUi9inn: No - their problem is not getting to the table but 
being allowed to the table. 

It is important to recall that the Joint Declaration 1howed that the 
two Government• are capable ot sponsoring a roughly middle terrain

which people could be recruited to but which they could not reach by 
themaelvea. 

The Prime Miniater wa1 very clever in putting forward the referendum 
idea. But there is a danger that eome Unionist■ will begin to say 
•we can now get a Unionist veto restored on ev9rything• It ia very

important that the framework document ahould ehow that there is an
independent middle ground to which everyone can rally.

Mr, Ancrom: When Strand One ie added to tb. equation, there will be 
a balance which will ■uit both aid••• 

Mr, May:hns I am very 9lad that the work is going as well aa it ie 
in the Liaison Group and in the group on which John and Martin 
(Man■ergh) sit. We won't go into detail (on the framework 
document), unless you wiah, But what is for real ia the importance 
and centrality of the conatitutional isaue, If we do not get .thll 
right (i.e., to meet the Unionists anxieties), we will not get the 
Unionists to agree to a North/South body. And, if that happens, the 
SDLP will not agree to an A11embly, 

Tanaiate, Yes - everything will unravel. I personally think we 
� achieve that. 

I am he�ften•d to hear that, 
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Tanaiate: From our perspective, there i• a need for an all-Ireland 
framework to be part of the balance, Northern nationalieta want 
that, 

Mr. o hUiginn: Sir John Chilcot, who is alway• very predictive in 
hie own eyatem, aaid that a Loyalist ceaaation might involve 
reserving the right to kill in the Republic. If the IRA had said 
that they would stop killing Iriahmen but would continue to kill 
British people, they would have met with a dusty reaponae in the 
South, I ·aaaume that there would be a D1A1aive conaenaua againat, 
and complete dismis•al of, anything on the lin•• indicated by John 
Chilcot. 

Mr. Chilcot: Of course. 

Mr. MAyhew: The arreat and �harging figure• tor laat year ahow our 
determination to deal with Loyalist paramilitaries, There would be 
an in1tant diemiaaal, 

Mr, Pell: It would be totally condemned in th9 broad Unioniet 
church. 

Mr, Mayhew: After Paialey's abbreviated interview with the Prime 
Mini■ter, there waa a very strong feeling within the Unionist family 
that he had let them down. There would be a eimilar reaction if 
Loyaliate were to bomb Dublin. 

The Army and the ROC will have a greater �pportunity to target 
Loyaliat paramilitariee (aa a reeult of ricent developmente). Joe 
Hendron has eaid that hia people are very glad to aee the RUC etill 
on the atreets of Weet Belfaet. 

Tanai1te: The gestures in relation to beret• and other itema of 
equipment are very helpful, There ie a momentum here which we must 
all tap into .... 

Mr. M&yhm,1 and sustain ..... 
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'l'ana1ste1 Yea. wa must do this on a day-by-day ba1i1, • Joe 
Hendron'a point is well-taken, Bffort1 are being made on all aides. _ 
We must move it along. There is no �upport for a campaign of civil 
disobedience..! 

Mr. Chilcot: There wa1 an attempt to drum up aupport in the New 
Lodge laet week, Doors were banged but nobody came out. 

Mr. Dalton1 As regards the political response to the ceasefire, it 
ia important to bear in mind that the pres■ures are not juat inside 
the IRA. They are also out aide - in Republican Sinn Fein. That ia 
a factor to be borne in mind. They will succeed in drawing people 
away if the·· response ■eema to them to be too a low, 

Mr, HAyhey: We want to do it as aoon •• we decently can, 

Jlu...Dalton: I juat wanted to make clear that there is a factor 
other than diaeident■ within the IRA. 

Tanaiste·, There ia media ■ceptici1m and we lllUtt work to convert 
them, There is potential for a canva■ of peace in the background, 

Ambaaaador Blatherwick: How will the Forum go? How does it fit in 
with the Declaration? 

'fanai1t91 Ideally, I would like to have the framework document, 
building on the Declaration, out there before the Forum begins 
buaineaa. 

Aaba11ad0r Blatherwick: In other word■, published? 

Tanaiata: Yea. We will discuas the options tomorrow. Once the 
work is completed, we must get it out there, Once there, the Forum 
will do it• own work, 

.Aabaa■ador Blatherwick: Will there be a summit? 
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Mr, �hQNa: If the framework document i• in the public domain and 
the Forwn is meeting regularly, isn't it in realiatic term• par�_of 
the foreground rather than the background? What will the Forum do 
with the document? What ahould the Onioniata 111&ke of the public 
diacua■iona -of it? 

Tanaiate: �he Forum's raiaon d'etre i• to get Sinn Fein into 
politica. 

Mr. Thomas: Do they need the framework document for that? 

'fonolate: W.. need it. 

Mr, O'Donoyan: If we go into the Forwn without it, there will be 
inevitable preaeure on ua to ••Y what i• in it. 

Mr, Ancrg: After the framework document comea out, we will need to 
look very carefully at how we deal with it before we get around the 
table. 

Tanai1te1 I would like to go into the potential scenario• 
tomorrow, We want to get the•• people in. For a lot of ua, that ia 
not easy. But we have •aid that we will be generous in our 
reaponae. If we want to avoid another 25 years' violence, we must 
get them inaide the room and allow them to expre•• themaelvea in a 
democratic faahion, Ideally, I would like the Unioniat partiea to 
make� contribution to the Forum. 

Mr, Pell: There are a huge range of interlocking iaauea here in 
relation to the future schedule.

Ta.gai■te: Th• 31 Auguat development ha■ changed thing■ 

dramatically.

Kr, Dorr1 The purpo■e of the framework doc11111ent ha• ahifted a 

little, It waa originally thought of a■ a mea�• of getting talks

underway.

What i• the Forum'• timetable?
