1. I attach herewith the following statements which have issued here in the course of today:

• Statement by President Clinton: The President welcomes the Joint Framework
Document as a "courageous step towards lasting peace". He said that it "marks
another significant step forward in the peace process". Referring to the proposed
all-party talks which are "intended to be all inclusive, with all issues on the table"
the President says that 1

1 the clear wish of the people of Northern Ireland is for
lasting peace". He called upon all the parties "to examine the document carefully
and move forward on the basis of it 11

• He added ''the benefits of peace are
obvious to all and I urge the parties to seize this opportunity".

• Statement by the Friends of Ireland: The new Chairman of the Friends of
Ireland, Congressman James Walsh, strongly welcomed the Framework Document
describing it as "a fundamental and essential contribution to the search for a
lasting and just peace between the nationalist and unionist traditions in Ireland".
Looking forward to the debate which the Joint Document will help generate
"about the underlying issues which need to be addressed by all sides",
Congressman Walsh's statement welcomed "the recognition that this debate must
include all the democratically mandated political parties in Northern Ireland in
comprehensive political negotiations". The Friends statement said that they had
been greatly encouraged by today's developments 11which have brought closer the
prospect of a lasting settlement in Ireland". It concludes, "we stand ready to
be a friend to all those who seek to use the opportunities which have now been
presented to lay to rest, finally, the causes of division and to build a new agreed
Ireland shared by all who live there in peace and harmony".

• Statement by Senator Kennedy: Senator Kennedy commends the two
Governments for the Framework Document which he says "is a. welcome next
step on the path to peace for Northern Ireland". Kennedy says that the Document
"imposes nothing on anyone" and that its great virtue is that it "provides exactly
what was promised - a thoughtful and comprehensive analysis of the fundamental
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issues. Above all, it offers a solid basis for moving to the next step � which is 
Ii 

talks among all the parties, and which I hope will begin soon. 0 It might be note.cl 
1 that Senator Kennedy has also included the Framework Document, together with �e sta.ternents by the Taoiseach and the British Prime Minister, in the Congressional Record.

Statement by the Ad Hoe Committee: The four Chainnen of the Ad Hoe Committee issued a very positive statement in which they said that the Joint Framework Document represents another promising step towards the goal of peace and reconciliation in Northern Ireland. They said that the principles 
articulated in the document ''offer renewed hope for all the people in Ireland, North and South that a peaceful and democratic end to the civil conflict can be achieved. The statement insists that "no one party should be allowed to prevent the peace process from moving forward." They strongly encourage all the parties in Northern Ireland "to embrace the spirit of the Framework Document and to 
take advantage of this unique opportunity to move the peace process forward". In urging immediate and comprehensive dialogue, the Ad Hoe Committee say that with the introduction of the Framework Document 11 the debate regarding the future of Ireland has reached one of its most critical stages in the last 75 years". 

�
Statement by Senator Leahy: Senator Leahy made quite a comprehensive statement on the floor of the Senate this morning in which he spoke about today's developments and about his recent visit to Ireland. This is, by far, the most comprehensive statement made by Leahy on Ireland in the Senate and is indicative of a growing and extremely valuable interest on his part. He describes the Framework Document as "a tremendous step forward". He urges the Unionists to recognise it for what it is - "a basis for discussion, not a final blueprint. I urge them to come to the negotiating table with their own ideas, not condemn the process before even giving it a chance". He says that "change in Northern Ireland is inevitable, but the Framework Document should threaten nobody". Importantly, Senator Leahy attests to the work of the IFI noting that the Fund's efforts have "brought together Catholics and Protestants in common endeavours where in the past there was virtually no contact between them". Leahy also pays warm tribute throughout to President Clinton.

STATEMENT OF SENA'rOR �ATRICK LEAHY 

"A CHANCE FOR PEACE IN �ORTHERN IRELAND" 

FEBRUARY 22, 1995 

VERMON' 

Mr. Fresident1 t.his is an histor.ic day for :i:reland and
North�rn. Ir�la.nd. l hope all senators, and all the Ameriean 
people, are aware of tha significance of what the people of that 
island have done today. 

Fo� the past quarter of a oentury, �nionists, who tavor 
continued British control over Northern Ireland, and Catholics 
who favor unification cf Northern Ireland with the Irish 
ltepuhlic, have been locked in a. cruel war over c.he st:a,:us Of the 
North. Over 3200 people have died, rr.any of them innocent 
eivilians caught in the cross-fire between the IRA and Protestant 
para.military qroups.

Mr President ., as an AmQrican of Irisl:'1 descent, tha violence 
in Northern !relanci has had a profound affect on roe. I have 
always, unequivocally, opposed the use of violence, by both 
sides, in Northam Ireland. Irisn Americans who care abouc the 
land of our ancestors ocndemn violence wit�out reservation, and 
support a peaceful settlement. 

rn December 1993, our hopes were raised for an end to the 
bloodshed, when former Irish �rime Mini$ter neynolds, and British 
Prime Minister Major, declared, for thu first time, that the 
future status of Northern Ireland should be decided by agreement 

-· o:t the people there. 'that declaration began a peace process that
led to the Ill cease-fire last August.. Two months later 
Protestant para.military groui;is· stooped �hooting, and the c�ase­
fire has held. 

S:i..Z1oe then, t:hc British government ha� t·.aken several steps 
to reduce tensions in the North, including ending daytime 
military patrols in Belfast. In r.he Irish Republic, a Peace and 
Reconciliation Forwn has brought Sinn Fein, the political wing of 
the 't!lA, into informal talks with rep::'r::?sentar.:ives of the 
government and other par�ies. 

· Today'in seifast, in what I believe off�rs the best hope for
peaea in th� �S�yew.r history of the cc::inflict, Iri.�h P::-ime 
Minister Bruton and Prime Minister Major announct:!d the 
publication of a lOni•awaited Framework Document which provides a 
basis �or fucure nego�iations on a pe3�e settlement.

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Mr, President, yesterday afternc�n I =eturned from Dublin, 
Belfast and London, where I met wit� J.eaders and i�dividuals 
repre9eating all points of view on the future of Northern 
Ireland. I went because I knew the pea·�e process was at. a 
decisive �oint. 

. I wanted to give encouragement. I also wanted to pay
tribute to the people of both Norcnern Ireland and tne Republi�, 
Catholic and Protestant, who are cc,urage.ously Lrying to find a 
way to a better future.

The Framework Document, which sets out a joint vision for 
the future of both Irish and Ericish Goverruncnt�, is n t�emendous 
step_ .. forward. It reaffirms the principles of self -determination, 
of the consent of the governed, of democratic and peaceful meaas,
and of full respect and protection :eor ::he ::-��hts and. identities 
et both traditions. 

Since the Framework's aim is to encourage all parties to 
come to the negotiating' table, no one will be c011t.ent with all of 
it. 'l'he Unionists who I met. with c:ondei11ncd the: Frr.i.mework 
Doci.unent lonq before its release. I suggested that they 
recognize it for what it is••a basis for discussion, not a final 
blueprint. I urged them to come· to the negotic1 ting tabl@ with 
their own ideas, not condemn the process before even giving it a 
ehance. 

Mr. President, in Belfast I got a sense of the fear 
Unionists feal. Fe� centurie� they have thought of the�selves a� 
British, and today they fear tbat the British Government is 
abandoninq them. Some longed for a past that never was; dreaJned 
of a future that never would he; and they fear a present they do 
not understand. 

Change in Northern Ireland is inevitable, but the Framework 
Docwnent should threaten no one. It would give a majority of the 

-· peopls oE Northern Iralc1nd. the right to decide Lhe..i..t fut:.ure. It
is equally important to recognize that a.ny lasting peace, any 
h�althy society, must be rooted in e�ual justice. The 
funda.men�al civil rights of Poth Catholics and Protestants cust 
be protected.

Everywhere I went, I heard praise for the role President 

/i Cli�ton has played in supporting the peace process in Northern 
// Ireland. It is clear that withouL hls personal involvement, we 
1 / would net have Se.en this da.y _ 

I I also want to praise our Ambassador, Jean Xennedy Smith,
who has -taken up the cause for peace and encouraged the parties 
to move forward.. 

In Dubli� and Belfast I told Unionists a�d Nationalists the 
sama thing, that the Uni�ed. States Governi:nenL w.i.l.l tiupport:. th.i:1 
effort fully, and with even•handedness.

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But the real work .· .• peace will :".'le don�� by them. Both have 
legitimate aspirations, and both tradicior.s must find a way to 
aecommodatA o�e another. 

Mr. President, I am under no illusion that a �eaceful future
in Nor�hern Ireland is assured. Iminense difficulties lie ahead. 
To put the past behind, to build peace out of bloodshed, to find 
common ground where there has been so much h1'r.r·ec1 ana di�trust. 
But from all that I heard du�ing by visit there, there is a new 
spirit emerging; a wide recognition that violence has failed; a 
new deteniinati0n to Eind another way .

Building a lasting peace also means urgently dealing with
the eerrible problem of unemplo:Yment in t�a North. People need 
to have con.fidenee in their government., but t.hey also need jobs; 
they need eoonomic security �s w�,, �R phy�ical sQcurity_ 

In Belfast, I saw some of the acccmplislunents of the 
Inter.c.aeional �un4 for Ireland which the rrniL�d SLaLes a.rid

European countries have supported since 1983. I can attest to
the important work the Fund is doing to provide jobs in areas
where unem:,loyment among Catholics runs as high as €0 percent.
The Fund's efforts have also brouqht together Catholics and 
Protestants in common endeavcrs whP.rP. ·in r.hP riast there w:;i.� 

virtually no eontaet between them.

/� P�esident Clinton, in recogni�ion �f tL� Fund's 
j/aeoomplishments and the critical sta.ge the peace process has 
� reached, has proposed increases in cur contributions in 1996 and 
(f 1��7. 

The Fund is a transitional prog.ram until r�al inve�tment �a.n 
take r0ot in the North. A Trade and Investment Conference is 
planned for May in Washingtot:, .and it is eagerly awaited by 
people in both Northern I.�land ana the Republic.
