But the commitncut 10
peaccful means must be total and absolute, and reflected in word and docd.

“3 achnowledgr comiuitmants that Mr McMidhad! and his collcagucs have made 10
peaceful means, and his statcmont today that his par ty bas used its influence in & posi-
tive manoer. Nevertheless, the rwo Govouments have alwayns madc dear that the posi- e
tion of political parties nvast be emsidered i the light of activities of paramilitary
organirarions witlh which they have clear links.
