3. THE LOCKVroOD REPORT 

The Cabinet resumed ite consideration of tho Iiiinisl;or of Education's 

Memorandum dated '11 th December, 1964. At the outset the Prime Minister 

expressed the view that, in the unavoidable absence from the Cabinet of tIV() 

tlinisters, no final dncision should be reached at that meeting. On this 

point the Mini3ter of EdlJ.ca tion said that there was no immediate urge ncy c..boUG 

finalising the Government s'tatement r but that ho hoped they could agre/:l to 

pUblioation of the Report on the 19th Jar.uary, so that arrangements for 

pUblicity, involving Sir John Lockwood's pres ence :'n Bolfast, could be finali.::, od . 

The Prime Minister, the Minister of F'inance and the I.!inister of Commerce all 

urged, however, that there should be no commitment as to the date of pUblicu.tion 

before the Cabinet had reached deoisionr. on th8 ltenort, and the Mini c,t.P.t' of 

Edl.l~ation accepted this. The MinL3ter of Fin8..l1ce expressed the view that 

the public mind might be confused if t wo sueh major documents as the Loclmood 

and yv:i. lson Reports were to be pU'nlished virt1,18.1ly a iIn'll taneously. 

Opening the general discussion, the Prime Hiniflcr;r SD.irl th,. t h'3 was nGfl 

oonvinced that there were grave physical difficul tie3 in th8 w&.y of ('xp'1Y!rli:.J.g 

Queen's University to the point where it could cater for the student m'lnberH 

anticipated by LOGlC1iyood, and that they must therefore con~;emplate th8 estalJli.:h " 

ment of 8 second university. At the previous discussion the f/iinister () f 

Commerce had expressed the view, .,hich had conunandud fairly general support, 

that it ,{QuId be most difficult simply to accept the "phs,G:,ng-out'! of Me.geo, 

D.nd that concideration should theref:'ore be given to some method of e,"sociatinc; 

!.lagee with a new univer"ity. He understood, howev,·)r, tha t beth the Lockwood 

Committee and the Ministry of Educa'cion had considerod the possibiliJ,;y of such 

an ":issociation with great care, and that they had concluded that jt w:). s not 

u.esirable on educational grounds. This dilemma therefore r omained Ul1I'13solved. 

The Minister of Education explained that Quoen' s U!liversi ty, in the 

course of its own written evidence to the Committee , had stated that an 

eJr.pansion to 7,000 by 1978 would be the maximum po Gsible without <\ S G:;~i.cus 

detel"ioration in standards. The Committee} haTtreyer, had p0'lllteu. to the 

need for 13,000 places by 1980. An accelp.rated expansion of' Queen's would 

mean a slow and costly acquisition of urban areas USE;d at prosent for hous i ng 

or re cr eation, whereaG a new ul1ivc:rsity could expect a large froe 3ite . One 

also had to take into account the traffic congostio:J ,:111([ the lack of' r '2s idelltio.l 

accommodation in Belfast, 

The Minister of Hea lth and Social Services asJ.{r~cl vTho ther a university c. t 
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and Portstewart, but the Ministers of Education and Commerce both expressed 

the view that use of b~erding accommodation outside the tourist season would 

assist rather than hamper tourist development. 

The Minister in the Senate said he favoured the ide II of a second univer::d.ty 

complementary to rather than competitive with Queen's. There would, ~~~ever, 

be very grave implications in any decision to "throttle" Magee. The Minister 

'of Education replied that; for his part, he could not contest the logic of 

paragraph 226 of the Lockwood Report, nor could he ienore the,fact that the 

University Grants Committee openly refused to recognise Magee as an institution 

of university standard. The Minister in the Senate observed that the staff of 

Magee had been given substantial salary increases not long ago, but the Minister 
of p~ofessors 

of Finance said that the salaries/were still not at the university level. 

The Minister in the Senate replied that, whatever the status of Magee, 

people would find it difficult to understand why an institution of modest 

size and cost must be killed at the outset of a programme to spend a capital 

sum of £50 million on higher education, and to increase annual expenditure 

from £3 million to £15 million. The Minister of Education commented that 

these figures seemed enormous in isolation, but were in fact comparatively 

modest in relation to a capital programme of £3,500 million accepted for 

Great Britain. 

The Minister of Commerce said that, although the expenditure proposed 

might be justifiable in proportion to the effort in Great Britain, it would bo 

difficult to justify decisions which would kill Magee and offend people 

in Londonderry, against a background of expansion in hieher education 

throughout Northern Ireland. It would, in his view, be helpful if the 

Cabinet could have a Memorandum directed to the specific problem of Magee and 

possible alterndive solutions. The Minister of Education replied that the 

position at Magee and the possibility of a "federal" solution had been care­

fully considered by the I.ockwood Commi~tee and that he felt their con(1~usi0ns 

were inescapably logical. The Minister of Finance said that, while he accepted 

the Minister's position, he also felt that a detailed appreciation would be 

helpful. He agreed with his colleagues that the Magee question was one of 

exceptional difficulty. He hoped, however, that they would be able to avoid 

a situation where the preservation of Magee would prejudice the entire futuro 

of university education. The Treasury would be unlikely to view wi th favour 

an approach for financial support for a second university, coupled with a 

decision to maintain Magee in the face of the clear advice of an eminent expor 'c 

Committee. There was also the position of the U.G.C. to be considered. ThC:Jj' 

were already somewhat dissatisfied with the state of university education in 

Northern Ireland. Since two members of the U.G.C. had served on the Lockwood 

Committee, there was a real risk that if the Lockwood Report was flaunted tho 

U.G.C. might decline to take any further interest in Northern Ireland. 
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The Minister of Education referred to paragraph 215 of the Report, and 

commented that it waf', easy to understand why, using these criteria, t'le Conunitt8G 

had not favoured Londonderry as a location. The Minister of Agriculture, on the 

oGher hand, COElIl1Elndod the a d.7alltages of a r esidential uni versi ty as opposed to 

one served by lodgings, and wondered whether a 10Gation on the outskirts of 

Londonderry would not be an acceptable compromise. The Minister of Education 

stressed, however, tho need to devote available funds to academic facilities • 

. If residential accommodation had to be provided, this would add enormously to 

the cest. 

The Chief Whip said that he was afraid that the Loc}_{Wood Report would 

produce a dangerous and powerful "lobby", consisting of dingruntled people 

in areas which he.d hoped to obtain a university, such as Londonderry, Armagh 

and Lurgan/Portadown; elements in Queen's University who wished to see a 

great expansion there; and the supporters of Magee both in Londonderry and 

throughout Northern Ireland. To prevent this wide-ranging alliance of 

disappointed interests, he believed that in some way or other Magee must be 

continued as a university-level institution. In reply, the Minister of Education 

said that wherever a second university was to be located, other areas would 

be disappointed. The best hope of riding out the storm was to stick olosely 

to the Locl{Wood Report. As for Magee, it should be unclerstood that the 

future of the Theological CoDege, which in any case only hed five studentn 

at present, was not in question. On the University CollegA side, the great 

bu~( of undergraduetes eventually took Arts or Science degrees at Trinity 

College, Dublin. Very few ever returned to Londonderry. From the point of 

view of the local economy, expansion of higher technioal e:lucation would 

confer much greater benefits. 

The Minister of Finance recalled that the Minister of Education had 

explained at the previous meeting that it would probably be difficult if not 

impossible to recruit a suitable Academic Planning Board for the nOH univercity 

with the pre-condition that Magee must be associated with it. He wondered, 

however, H' it would be possible to recruit a Board while asking them specifically 

to consider whether Magee could be associated. If they could find a solution, 

such as conversion into a university-level college for teacher-training, so 

much the better; but if they rejected the idea, the Government ,,[ould face the 

difficult decisiol1 to "phase-out" with the support not of one but of two l3 xpe:ct 

bodies. Such a procedure might mean somCl delay, but a delay of another yes.!' 

would not be disastrous. The Minister of Education replied that he wouJd 

consider this suggestion before the next meeting, but that he was anxious at 

the prospect of further delay in view of the need for urgency stressed throughout 

the Lockwood Report. The Prime Minister commented that in some ways university­

level teacher-training might be a particularly suitable alternative use for 

Masetl. 
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The Minister of Finance suggested that, once decisions had been taken, 

there should be confidential exchanges with Sir John Lockwood to explain some 

of the problems and difficulties. before his "publicity" visit to appear 

on T.V. etc. The Minister of Education agreed that this would be desirable. 

Discussion of the Memorandum was adjourned.
