Lord tot>yo1a did not press for clerical or " Uninistrative assistnncc once I 
had made it plain that such help could not l e ~t at his disposal. 
Lord Brookeborough thought the whole t hinn ~hou1d be organised and partly 
financed by the Northern Ireland Office. .\n up-to-date list of members of 
the fonner lorthern Ireland House of COl'lDTIOns who had se:rved in Parlian:. nt 
during Sir Norman's tenure of office as S1 C 1ker was supplied. TIle ceiling 
for subscriptions was fixed at £5 . /my balance nedded would be nade up by 
close friends of the late Speaker. 

No letter would be sent out until I had infonned Lord YDyola that t he 
preferred location for the meIOOrial had been approved by you. As a courtesy 

e would thereupon notify the Secretary of State of his plans.
