1. MEDIA COVERAGE OF THE BRIGHTON BOMBING AND ITS AFTERMATH HAS BEEN 
EXTENSIVE THROUGHOUT THE UNITED STATES WITH CONSTANT COVERAGE OVER 
THE WEEKEND ON RADIO 'AND TV. NEWSPAPERS WERE FILLED WITH EVERY 
DETAIL OF THE HORROR, EMPHASISING THE COURAGE OF THE INJURED AND 
THE FORTITUDE, COMPASSION AND DEFIANCE OF THE PRIME MINISTER. 

2. EDITORIAL COMMENi HAS CONTAINED WIDESPREAD AND DOWNRIGHT COND­
EMNATION OF THE IRA, AND ITS UNITED STATES SUPPORTERS AND APOLOG­
ISTS. THE MESSAGE THAT THE BOMBING WAS AN ATTACK ON DEMOCRACY CAME 

ACROSS CLEARLY. MOST EDITORIALS ALSO REFLECTED HOPES THAT THE FORTH-
COMING MEETING WITH DR FITZGERALD MIGHT BEAR FRUIT.

3. THE NEW YORK TIMES SAID THAT OUTSIDE THE SLUMS OF NORTHERN 
IRELAND THE IRA SPOKE ONLY FOR ITSELF, AND CITED RECENT POLLS 
TO DEMONSTRATE ITS REJECTION BY THE PEOPLE OF IRELAND. THE EDIT­
ORIAL SAID QUOTE SMALL WONDER THE IRA HAS TURNED OVERSEAS FOR 
SUPPORT IT CANNOT FIND IN DUBLIN, PLAYI G ON THE GULLIBILITY OF A 
SMALL MINORITY AMONG THE 40 'MILLION Ai-1ERICANS OF IRIS H DESCENT. THE 
NEXT TIME THE HAT IS PASSED, THOSE TE~PTED TO CONTRIBUTE S~OULD 
ASK HOW THEY WOULD FEEL IF MC 'EY WERE RAISED I ~ ANOTHER COUNTRY TO 
FINANCE AN ATTEMPT TO ASSASSltMTE THE PRESIDENT OF THE Ur,JITED" STATES. 
UNQUOTE IT SPOKE OF THE IRA 'S AIMS BEING TO DESTPOY DEMOCRACY, AND 
OF ITS USE OF BO~BS TO DISGUISE ITS LACK OF REAL SUPPORT. THE TIMES 
SAW THE REAL TARGET OF BRIGH TON BEING 1RS THATC~ER JUST A MONTH 
BEFORE SHE COULD MEET DR. "F I TZGERALD TO D I SCL'SS QUOTE NEW ID EAS FOR 
GIVING MORE RIGHTS TO 5910 ,0;;'0 CATHOLICS I I NORTHERN IRELAND, 'rnEAS 
PREVIOUSLY OPPOSED BY HARD-LINERS Ai'ONG A MILLION PROTESTANTS, THE 
CATHOLICS HISTORIC OPPRESSORS. PROTESTANT ZEALOTRY AND VIOLENCE 
FINDS ITS MATCH IN THE IRA'S DETERMINATION TO WRECK ANY DEMOCRATIC 
INITIATIVES THAT FALL SHORT OF IMPOSING A UNITED IRISH SOCIALIST

EMPT TO SABOTAGE DIALOGUE BETWEEN LONDON AND DUBLIN STARTED BY THE

ANS SHARE HEAVILY IN THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THEM THROUGH THEIR 
FUND-RAISING IT CONCLUDED QUOTE AMERICANS OF CONSCIENCE MUST REJECT 
THIS VIOLENCE AND REJECT ASSOCIATION WITH THE KILLERS WHOSE COWARD­

THE IRA'S IMMENSE POTENTIAL FOR HARM. TH E BOMBING WAS A CALCULATED 
VFRONTAL ATTAC ON DEMOCRATIC GOVER NMEN T, AND AN ATTEMPT TO COUNTER 
RECENT SIGNS I LONDON AND DUBLIN OF A NEW EAGERNESS FOR A PEACEFUL

SOLUTION TO THE ORTHERN IRELAND QUESTION IN THE NEAR FUTURE. UNQUOTE

OF CHEERY LITTLE LEPRECHAUNS WHO PERPETRATE SUCH SLAUGHTER IN THE 
NAME OF POll T I CS. I T DOUBTED I F AN EVEN G REA TER DEATH TOLL \'/OULD 
HAVE ACCOMPLI SHED BR I T I SH VII THD RA"'/AL FRO ~ WRTHERN I RELAND. IT 
SUGGESTED THAT THAT \vILL ONLY BE ACHIEVED TI'ROUGH SERICUS NEGOT­
