Irish Agreement simply does not exist. 

On 7 MarchJ 1986 J we wrote to the Prime Min1ster enclosing . 
separate Resolut1ons from our respect1ve Partles J both of 
wh1ch re1terated our oPPos1t1o~ to the Agreement and our reject10n 
of jo1nt London/Dub11n authority over Northern Ireland. It 
follows that we could not enter into negot1at1ons about structures 
of Government for Northern Ireland within the Anglo-Irlsh 
Agreement. 

In our letters to the Prime Minister we expressed a willingness 
to assist· In designing a different framework for talks and 
we welcome the Prime Minister's Willingness to arrange discussions 
to see -if such a framework can be establIshed. 

It 1s our belief . that the road to peace and stability l1es 
in subsequent neg1tations under an acceptable framework to 
find an alternative to and a replacement of the Anglo-Irish 
Agreement. 

It Is therefore 1mperative that the framework be designed 
to enable us to submit proposals to that end for cons1deratlon 
by the Prime Minister. It would be ~ssent1al that during 
the period of those negotlatlons J the Anglo-Ir1sh Agreement 
should not be implemented.
