The Minister has kindly agreed to host a working lunch in respect of the above­

mentioned Congressmen and their group on Wednesday 20 January at the Glen House Hotel, 

Eglinton, 1300 for 1315.

As Congressman Donnelly's constituency is the 11th District of Massachusetts, a 

heavily Irish area of Boston, the Minister might care to mention to Mr Do~nelly 

his meeting today with Mr Philip McLean the new HM Consul-General to Boston 

(from February 6 ) . The outgoing Consul-General, David Burns is a respected 
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E.R. 

figure in the Boston-Irish establishment. Mr McLean would like an entree to 

Mr Donnelly and his associates and mention by the Minister could assist that.
