Fo110~ing reoeipt of a letter from the Secret~ry of State, fo~lly announcing 

hin deci~ion to reconvene the Ccnvention :from Pabrus.ry }, the Crninr.an, Sir 

il.cbert Lo~'ry, haa taken immediat<l ate;:m to consult with the Leaders of the 

Parties represented in the Convention cn the procedural arraneement s reoui red. 

Starting on Monday. he will have separate meetings with eaoh group over t he 

next few days to diacuss how the Convention should set about the ~k of 

ccneidering the three spocific matters referred t o it by t he Secre~~ry of 

State. 

Thes e "",Her ". '''' aot out in the letter to the Chairllll3.n , whioh h9.3 be"n 
publiahed today M a \fui te Paper, are : 

(a) How beat agr~ment oan be reached on a system of government buil t on 
the principles on which there is ~lre~dy widespread agreement, and 
providing for a fOml of partnership and paTtioipat ion , "nd which will 
o<>llll'Oand the most widesprel,lod acoeptanoe throughout the whole of the 
cOllll1lunity in Northern Ireland and in both parts of that community. 

(b) Whe.ther a oommittee system might be of vl!.lue t!;" part of a wider and 
aoceptable constitutional framework. 

(c) Whether progrP.ss could best be made on the basis of setting up a 
aystem of government whioh, t hough not tempor ary , i s capable of 
evolving over a period of time into perm~nent and agreed oonetituti ona1 
a.rrangement~ . 

After his consultat ione have been oompleted the Chairman will adVi se the 

Secretitry of State of the proposed arrangements for the first meeting of 

the reconvened Convention and of sny ot her procedu~l matters or other 

points ~hioh might require his aasistance, eO tha t the necessa.ry formal 

Order ~ be made under the Nort hern Ireland Act 1974 . 

The Seoretary of State hae informed the Ch/!.i= t.."at he hopes a period of 

four weeks from February } wi ll be auffioient for the Convention to make 

progress on the matters referred to it. 
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
