We have to hope that 
his successor, Pi-wl Yl:lmion, shapes up equally well. Apparent,ly he served in 
Belfast. We will lla-ve to wait and see if he takes ownership of the course that 
Schaefer was steering. 

(b) If and when oi:sGussion on an as~;stance packag~ reaches a political !evel here in 
Washington ~e process will be less under control. A wide r.mge of opinfon can be 
expe~ted with attendani: publicity: this might come before any firm ground had been 
established for the settlement which would trigger assistance. 

(c) There is potential fur confu:sion on the investment conference idea (I have been 
speaking to David Gibson on this) which is C1..1Irenlfy in Lhe court orthe Consultant 
(John Duffy) working for the Presbya,'rian Church and the.ad hoe group. of Nl/US 
companies. While this proposal is not an "official" one, it can be expected to draw 
in politician."!, including M inisters1 and IDB participation would be irnp~rati vc. 

(d) "Fitting in'' rhe R~public is an issue which raises questions on the treatment of an 
. aid package anc in any lo.vestment stimulation effort on b~rui..lf of lhe NI. 

(e) Some of the suggested items in the aid package involve complicated financial 
matters (eg taxation conccssioms and loan guarantees). TI1c:-picture is further 
Cl)mplicated by other ideas which are around cg Peace Bonds, with lhe likelihood 
of more, such as trying to attract the attenti~n of the "socially responsible" 
investment funds. David Schaefer floated the suggestion of a joint UK/NI/US 
working party to develop these issues further. · We will have to see what favour that 
suggestion finds with the administration. Jf it malt,ria.lises then it could be the 
forum to consider other ideas your trawl of Dcpartmc:..-nts may yield. I would venture . 
to suggcsc that David Gibson should be a member, if this is set up.
